B.  HISTORY
R.C.W. 36.87 establishes the right of property owners to petition a county legislative body for the vacation of road rights-of-way.  K.C.C. 14.40 establishes King County policies and procedures for accomplishing same.

The original petition was filed on July 7, 2010 with the Clerk of the King County Council.  The Department of Transportation, Road Services Division (RSD) circulated the request for vacation, soliciting comments from the agencies listed below.  The petition requested vacation of a portion of  the Geo Bayne Road also known as County Road No. 1224 right of way and a portion of the Alex McKinnon Road also known as County Road No. 381 right of way. 
However, the petition process was put on hold pending an access easement that needs to be granted by the petitioner to Puget Sound Energy (PSE) for access of their existing utilities as well as an ingress/egress easement to an adjacent property (parcel number 102107-9040). These easements were finally obtained  on 4/26/2011 and 12/4/2012. 
A search of records by staff of the RSD found that the Geo Bayne Road right of way, also known as County Road No. 1224, was established in 1923.  On June 5, 1923 a quit-claim deed for the establishment of the subject road was recorded in Volume 1199 of Deeds, on Page 447, records of King County, Washington.  No public funds were expended in this acquisition. The subject portion of the right-of-way is currently unopened for public use and is not currently maintained by the County.  However, County maintenance records indicate historical maintenance of the road.  Therefore in accordance with King County Code 14.40.020 and Ordinance 9164 we consider the subject right-of-way to be “B-Class”.
Compensation for “B-Class” right-of-way is based on 75 percent of the assessed valuation as determined from the records of the Department of Assessments.  The compensation fee is calculated to be $6,293.34 based on a total area of 10,337 square feet.  (Please see the Road Vacation Worksheet in Exhibit #19)  The petitioner has transmitted the necessary fees to King County.  In accordance with King County Code 14.40.050, the full $6,293.34 compensation amount shall be credited to the county road fund upon approval. 

Notice of this hearing was posted at the termini of the proposed vacation area on November 4th, 2015 and published in accordance with requirements of RCW 36.87.060.

C.  REVIEWING AGENCIES AND COMMENTS

RSD did not receive responses from the following agencies: King County Waste Water Treatment Division and King County Fire District 47.  The agencies were sent three notices, and the final notice informed them that if RSD did not receive a response by January 15th, 2011 then we would assume that they have no concerns and we would proceed with the vacation process. A copy of the Final Notice is included as Exhibit #11.
