SUBJECT:  

MOTIONS confirming the Executive’s appointments of Kimberlee Archie and Isidro Rodriguez, to the King County Children and Family Commission.

SUMMARY:  

The executive has forwarded for council consideration and approval the following appointments:

Proposed Motion 2010-0390 is the appointment of Kimberlee Archie, who resides in Council District Five, to a partial term, expiring June 1, 2012, on the King County Children and Family Commission.  Ms. Archie graduated from the University of Washington with a Bachelors of Arts in Social Welfare.  She is currently employed by the City of Seattle as the Director of Planning and Services for the Department of Neighborhoods.  
Proposed Motion 2010-0394 is the appointment of Isidro Rodriguez, who resides in Council District One, to a partial term, expiring June 1, 2012, on the King County Children and Family Commission.  Mr. Rodriguez received a Bachelor of Arts degree from the University of Washington.  He is currently employed as the Community Impact Associate, Early Leaning Volunteer Coordinator, for United Way of King County.  Previously he worked with the Children’s Home Society of Washington as the Early Head Start and Head Start Family Advocate.
BACKGROUND:

The King County Children and Family Commission is composed of no more than seventeen voting members, appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the Council.  Appointees should include professionals and consumers of county services, parents, children/youth and individuals of color and limited/non-English speaking, who are concerned about children and families.  The purpose of the Commission is to advise the Executive, the Superior Court and County Council focusing on recommendations to further define King County’s mission, role and goals in provision of services to children and families by providing oversight and review of the County’s systems that provide those services; promote cooperation among departments; evaluate the effectiveness of programs that serve children and families; oversee implementation of policies adopted by the County Council concerning children and families; and concentrate on building links between the County’s service system, communities, and schools.
The King County Children and Family Commission’s mission is:

King County government will work with families, communities, and schools to create and sustain a protective and nurturing environment for the health and successful development of children.
