SUBJECT

A Motion confirming the Executive’s appointment of Aimee Grant, who resides in Council district five, to the King County Women’s Advisory Board, representing council district five.

SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Aimee Grant to a partial term on the King County Women’s Advisory Board, expiring July 1, 2017. Proposed Motion 2016-0223 would confirm this appointment.


BACKGROUND 

The Women’s Advisory Board was created to foster programs, legislation and policies for the benefit of women throughout King County.  The board acts in an advisory capacity to the King County Executive, the County Council, and the women’s program in respect to matters concerning women. Per King County Code 2.30.060, the King County women’s advisory board shall be composed of fifteen members, one nominated from each council district by the council and six [at-large members]*, of whom four shall be nominated by the council and two shall be nominated by the executive. All nominations shall represent the diversity of women in King County, including diversity in age, area of residence, profession and race or ethnicity, and shall not include employees or board members of agencies receiving funding from the women’s program. Nominees shall be appointed by the county executive and confirmed by the county Council by motion.   

Ms. Grant’s application materials note that she conducted financial literacy seminars in Bellevue, targeting high school female students to help them understand the basics of banking. Prior to joining the bank, Ms. Grant was a treatment coordinator for youth at-risk for nine years. She worked closely with families, school and court systems, state hospital, foster care review board, and psychiatrists to coordinate youth treatment plans. Ms. Grant works in the financial sector, where she reports that she sees “wage inequity at play.” Her application also indicates that her passion is to educate women about their financial affairs so that they can make informed decisions.
