SUBJECT:
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Ann Dennis, who resides in council district three, to the Seattle-King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services.
SUMMARY:
The Executive has appointed Ann Dennis to a partial term on the Seattle-King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services, expiring December 31, 2007.

Ms. Dennis is a resident of Issaquah and council district three.  She has a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Social Science and Health and Physical Education from Gettysburg College and Masters of Education in Vocational Special Education from the University of Washington.  She has taught special education at Roosevelt High School and Nathan Hale High School from 1983 to 1996.  She retired in 1996.  Ms. Dennis has been an active member of the King County Parent Coalition, she is founding member of the board of Life Enrichment Options (LEO) a local non-profit foundation.
