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On March 1, 2011, the GAO Committee passed out Proposed Motion 2011-0102 to the March 14th Council agenda as amended below.

SUBJECT

A MOTION related to Council adoption of the 2011 work program for the King County Auditor's Office.
BACKGROUND

The King County Auditor's Office (KCAO) conducts audits and studies that identify and recommend effective ways to improve county government by advancing performance, accountability and transparency. KCAO works on a broad range of issues that affect the citizens and services of King County.
Capital Projects Oversight

In 2007, the Council created the Capital Projects Oversight program within the King County Auditor’s office. This program was established to mitigate capital project overruns and potential problems, contain costs, and inform decision-making processes through adequate, timely, and useful standardized reporting. Current projects monitored by the Capital Projects Oversight program are: Accountable Business Transformation, Brightwater Wastewater Treatment System, Harborview – Ninth and Jefferson Building, Jail Integrated Security Project, and Countywide Contracting and Procurement.

Countywide Community Forums

In 2007, the Council enacted a public outreach program called Countywide Community Forums to enhance public participation and civic engagement in government. The auditor’s office oversees the program and has been working with the volunteer program coordinator and deputies to ensure that program materials are fair and balanced, data collection and analysis techniques are sound, and donated funds are managed appropriately.

Countywide Performance Measurement

In 2002, the Council enacted legislation seeking to improve the county's use of performance measurement.  KCAO participates in the countywide performance measurement program and provides recommendations to the Council to improve the county's use of performance measurement.
