SUBJECT

An ordinance authorizing the county executive to execute an interlocal agreement between Multnomah County and King County for program evaluation and grant writing services.

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2013-0353 would authorize the Executive to sign an agreement providing for the King County department of Public Health and the Multnomah County (Oregon) Health Department to provide program evaluation and grant writing assistance to each other.  The agreement is for full cost recovery with a maximum of $150,000 of services during up to a ten year period of time.

BACKGROUND

King County department of Public Health (PH) and the Multnomah County Health Department (MCHD) have a desire collaborate and to draw from the strengths of both organizations in order to:

· Design and implementation of comparative and other public health research studies and evaluations.
· Development of teams of experienced researchers that position each party to be competitive for national grants and that leverage one another’s specialized expertise.
· Submission of successful grant applications to increase diversity of Public Health financing.

ANALYSIS

Proposed Ordinance 2013-0353 would authorize an Interlocal agreement (ILA) that provides for both PH and MCDH to contract for and recover costs associated with:

1. Design public health studies to address identified research priorities.
2. Perform mutual evaluations of one another’s programs.
3. Develop research projects that allow study of individual or multi-region strategies, programs, or services.
4. Write and submit grant applications that will provide funding for one or both institutions.
5. Design public health studies to address identified research priorities.
6. Perform mutual evaluations of one another’s programs.
7. Develop research projects that allow study of individual or multi-region strategies, programs, or services.
8. Write and submit grant applications that will provide funding for one or both institutions.

Key Interlocal Agreement terms and conditions:

Duration:	Through December 31, 2016 with two – three-year extensions for a maximum of ten years
Compensation:	Maximum $150,000 based on written work orders signed by both parties
Termination:	Contains a thirty day termination clause
[bookmark: _GoBack]Indemnification:	Contains indemnification for both Washington and Oregon

Council's legal counsel has reviewed the proposed ILA and recommended a number of changes to clarify the various terms of the agreement.  These recommended changes are included in draft amendment 1 attached to the staff report.  At the drafting of this staff report PH and MCHD are reviewing these technical and clarifying edits and should have final concurrence by the committee meeting.

Potential Budgetary Implications: This proposed ILA provides for full cost recovery and anticipates approximately $20,000 per year of services for both PH and MCDH.

AMENDMENTS

Amendment 1 would attach an updated agreement that addresses recommendations from legal counsel.
