[bookmark: _GoBack]A motion confirming the executive's appointment of Walt Hubbard as the Executive’s designee to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee.

SUMMARY

Proposed Motion 2015-0313 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Walt Hubbard as the Executive’s designee to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee. Mr. Hubbard is the Director of King County’s Office of Emergency Management and his term will end 12/31/17.
BACKGROUND

The King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee (EMAC) acts in an advisory capacity to the county executive, council and office of emergency management on emergency management matters and facilitates the coordination of regional emergency planning in King County.  The EMAC was formed by ordinance in 1999.  There are 25 representatives of emergency management interests, each interest having one member on the EMAC, except for the Sound Cities Association, which may have three members, and cities with populations larger than one hundred thousand may have one member per city.  

Pursuant to county code, the scope and charge of the EMAC is to:

· Advise King County on emergency management issues and facilitate coordination of regional emergency planning in King County;
· Assist King County in the development of programs and policies concerning emergency management; and
· Review and comment on proposed emergency management rules, policies or ordinances before the adoption of the rules, policies or ordinances.

The members of the committee serve without compensation. 

Walt Hubbard is Director of King County's Office of Emergency Management.  He previously served as emergency preparedness manager for King County's Department of Transportation and as special assistant for public safety to Seattle Mayor Paul Schell.  Mr. Hubbard also served as director of the Odessa Brown Children’s Clinic in Seattle.
