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SUBJECT

An ordinance to repeal parking restrictions on two streets on Vashon Island.
SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2009-0508 repeals Ordinance 9723, passed in 1990 to restrict parking on the west side of 104th Avenue Southwest from Southwest Cowan Road to Southwest 110th Street, and on the south side of Southwest 110th Street from 103rd Avenue Southwest to 104th Avenue Southwest.  These streets are at the north end of Vashon Island near the ferry terminal.  At the time the parking ban was passed, parking at these locations was judged to be unsafe.
As a result of recent improvements, Road Services Division (“RSD”) staff indicates that parking is no longer unsafe.  Last fall, the Vashon-Maury Island Community Council (“VMICC”) discussed the possibility of requesting that the parking ban be eliminated.  VMICC sent notices to residents of the area and found support for the idea and no opposition.  In December 2008, the VMICC unanimously passed a motion requesting that the parking restrictions be removed.  Attachment 3, a letter to RSD Director Linda Dougherty from VMICC officers, has more information on these points.
ANALYSIS
The County Council has the authority to restrict parking on unincorporated area streets, for certain times of day or at all times.  As the VMICC letter explains, and RSD staff confirms, these parking restrictions were imposed for safety reasons that have now been alleviated.  A Council policy decision to eliminate the parking restriction would be consistent with recommendations from RDS.

AMENDMENTS
An amendment and title amendment have been prepared with the assistance of the Council’s Code Reviser.  The purpose is to clarify the ordinance’s intent; the amendment would not change the policy decision contained in the proposed ordinance.
