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SUBJECT

A briefing and update on the status of the King County International Airport master planning process, capital projects and other airport operations.

SUMMARY

King County International Airport (KCIA) staff will provide an overview of the master planning process and a status report on the selection of a consultant and the anticipated work to be accomplished over the next three years.   Prior to submittal of a proposed Master Plan Update to the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), the Council will review and act to approve the plan by motion. 

Additionally, KCIA staff will provide an update on the construction of the new King County Aircraft Rescue and Firefighting (ARFF) facility at the airport.   

BACKGROUND 

Master Plan
The 2015-2016 Biennial Budget includes capital resources for staff and consultants to begin a long-range Master Plan Update for a sustainable King County International Airport.   The current Master Plan was adopted in 2004.  

The FAA Advisory Circular (AC) 150/5070-6B on Airport Master Plans provides the guidance for the development of King County’s update.   In general, an airport master plan is intended to be a comprehensive study of  short-, medium- and long-term sustainable development alternatives and plans to reflect changing conditions and forecasted aviation demand.

King County’s update will include a thorough analysis of current and anticipated conditions, technical issues, development of alternative scenarios and conceptual plans, and environmental analysis.

The study will validate, refine, and propose any adjustments to the current Airport build-out, as well as identify potential development expansion concepts for the airport.  The plan will establish milestones and strategies, including a finance program to guide the land-side and air-side development and potential expansion program for the King County International Airport over a 20-year planning horizon.  

The consultant will use the FAA’s Terminal Area Forecast (of passengers and commercial operations), as well as the airport and tenants' business plans to determine facility needs.  Proposed facility and infrastructure improvements will be developed within the Airport’s financial capability to support a balanced and sustainable growth program thatreflects the recently updated KCIA mission and vision.  The study process and preferred Airport development plan will also incorporate the objectives and goals of the King County's Strategic Plan, Climate Change Action Plan, GreenTools Program, and Energy Program.

In addition to the technical analyses and studies, the consultant is expected to manage a robust public involvement program including engagement of the Airport Roundtable, tenants and community. as well as elected officials, local jurisdictions, neighborhood councils and interested parties.  A specific ‘Working Group’ is to be established  by the Executive and initially participate in issue identification and goal setting for the master planning effort.  This group is expected to  include representatives of tenants, community and outside experts in the aviation field.  

King County Aircraft Rescue and Fire Fighting (ARFF) Facility
King County International Airport’s Capital Imprvement Plan (CIP) includes a project to construct a new fire station for the Airport’s Aircraft Rescue and Fire Fighting (ARFF) unit. The project involves demolition and replacement of the 1965 station in the existing location, immediately adjacent to the Air Traffic Control Tower. The project budget is 
$ 7.19 M, covering design, construction, and construction management services and is funded at 90% from an FAA grant.

Design has been completed and the project is currently out to bid; bids were originally scheduled to close April 2, 2015 but the closing period was extended to April 16 to allow additional time to respond to bidders’ questions.

Construction is estimated to take 13 months, with completion and move in planned for summer 2016. During the construction period the work unit will be temporarily relocated to alternate facilities.
