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SUBJECT

Confirmation of nine appointments to the King County Accessible Services Advisory Committee (“ASAC”).
SUMMARY

Nine proposed motions to confirm the executive’s appointments to the Accessible Services Advisory Committee.  Table 1, attached, lists the names of the nominees and their respective backgrounds.

COUNCIL AGENDA

The ASAC nominations are relevant to the Council’s Mobility for People, Goods and Services Priority, to its Safe, Healthy and Vibrant Communities Priority, and to its Equity and Social Justice Priority.
BACKGROUND  
KCC 28.94.140 calls for the King County Department of Transportation (“KCDOT”) to use a public involvement model that includes an Accessible Services Advisory Committee. The Committee is comprised of up to 15 members who are elderly, have disabilities, or are advocates for the elderly and persons with disabilities.  ASAC’s purpose is to empower these communities to obtain equality of opportunity and maximum independence in using public transit.  ASAC membership is intended to reflect King County’s geographic distribution and ethnic diversity.  Members are appointed by the Executive and approved by the Council for two-year terms.  
The Committee has two main roles:

· To monitor, oversee, evaluate and improve transportation services for members of the disabled and elderly communities, and 

· To advise the KCDOT Director, the Executive, and the Council about service to members of these communities. 

ASAC also coordinates with other advisory groups, such as service change sounding boards, and the Transit Advisory Committee (“TAC”).  

According to Executive branch staff, TAC and ASAC members support a merger of the two committees, and legislation to accomplish this end may be transmitted this year.  If the merger takes place, the current nominees would serve on the new merged committee.  As 12 TAC and 11 ASAC members complete their service, the total membership of the merged committee will reach the target membership number of 18.
The ASAC recruitment process included news releases to major media outlets, outreach to current ACCESS users, a notice on the King County website, and County-wide targeted outreach to 188 groups working with persons with disabilities, 166 senior groups, 93 groups that serve both persons with disabilities and seniors, 51 groups focusing on persons of color, and 74 libraries.  
ANALYSIS

Council staff reviewed the nominees’ application forms and worked with KCDOT staff to carry out additional review on their background.  From that review, no issues have been raised with regard to any nominee.
