This letter transmits an appropriation ordinance that will enable King County to make tenant improvements at 7272 West Marginal Way South, Seattle, and 1215 East Fir Street, Seattle, in support of the provision of the Department of Executive Services operations and services. 
This ordinance is one of three related to the Records Center being transmitted under separate cover. The second is an ordinance related to the lease for the 7272 West Marginal Way South location and the third ordinance is related to the sale of the Records Center Building located at 1215 East Fir Street in Seattle, currently under review at Council (2017-0276).

The attached ordinance requests appropriation for a capital project that would make tenant improvements at the new Records Center warehouse. The majority of work associated with the tenant improvements at this site includes office space configurations, efficient  high volume shelving, security electronics equipment, network and telecom, and moving costs.
The attached ordinance also requests appropriation for a capital project that would make necessary building improvements to the Archives Building located at 1215 East Fir Street, Seattle. The  work associated with the improvements at the Archives Building include improved customer service space, a doubling of the space with HVAC climate control systems and the installation of high efficiency lighting.
Tenant improvements at these properties furthers the King County Strategic Plan guiding principle of Financial Sustainability and goal of providing efficient County government.
