Dear Councilmember Constantine:

Enclosed for County Council consideration and adoption is a proposed ordinance approving an interlocal agreement between King County and the City of Renton related to the development of the Soos Creek Trail.  It allows King County to process permits on behalf of the city.  If council passes the ordinance, the interlocal agreement will be in place until December 31, 2014 and can be extended for up to five additional years. 

These new phases of the Soos Creek Trail will pass through King County’s jurisdiction, as well as that of the City of Renton.  The King County Facilities Management Division (FMD) will be the project manager and permit applicant.  Both King County and the City of Renton agree that it brings efficiency to the management of the project, and is therefore in the interest of the citizens of King County, if FMD is required to secure permits from only one government agency.  This interlocal agreement allows King County’s Department of Development and Environmental Services (DDES) to function as the sole permitting agency.  DDES will charge FMD standard permitting review and inspection fees.

The enclosed interlocal agreement has been reviewed by the King County Prosecuting Attorney's Office and the City of Renton.  As of this writing, the City of Renton is in the process of formally approving the agreement via council action.
