SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2015-0300 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of the Honorable Chris Eggen, who is the deputy mayor, city of Shoreline and resides in Council District 1, to the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee filling a local elected official position that will expire on September 30, 2017.

BACKGROUND  

The King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC) was established in 1984 (K.C.C. 10.28) to advise and make recommendations to the County Executive and Council relating to:

· All aspects of solid waste management planning;
· The development of programs and policies concerning solid waste management; and
· Solid waste management rules, policies or ordinances prior to their adoption.

The Solid Waste Advisory Committee is composed of at least nine and not more than 20 members. Membership is comprised of a county-wide group of citizens who represent public interest groups, businesses, the waste management industry and local elected public officials.

Proposed Motion 2015-00300 Chris Eggen:  Mr. Eggen is currently the Deputy Mayor of the City of Shoreline. He is also a resident of the City of Shoreline. He attended the University of Washington, and holds Master’s degrees in Physics and Electrical Engineering. He has been a member of the Solid Waste Management Advisory Committee (MSWMAC) since 2009 and was nominated for his position on the SWAC by the Sound Cities Association.
