NOTICE OF ENACTMENT

Ordinance 14781

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council adopted Ordinance 14781 on October 20, 2003.  King County provides this notice of adoption and enactment pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(2)(b).

SUMMARY

Ordinance 14781 amends the King County Zoning Code (Title 21A) as follows:

· Permitting wineries as a conditional use in the Agriculture zones: up to 3,500 square feet for new construction, or in existing agricultural facilities, such as barns.

· Permitting wineries as a conditional use in the Rural Area zones: up to 8,000 square feet (with an allowance for underground wine caves for up to 8,000 additional square feet).  For structures less than or equal to 6,000 square feet, a minimum lot size of 5 acres applies.  For structures equal to or greater than 6,000 square feet, a minimum lot size of 10 acres applies, at least 2.5 acres of which must be dedicated to the cultivation of agricultural crops.
· Permitting wineries as a conditional use in the Rural Area zones on Vashon Island: up to 6,000 square feet with a minimum lot size of 5 acres.
