SUBJECT:

Proposed Motions 2005-0223 and 2005-0251 would confirm the Executive’s appointments of Lisa Parsons and Ken Brunner to the King County Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee.

BACKGROUND:

Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) funds are collected county-wide as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are, by state law, available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  

King County code establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee (COC).  The COC is an advisory body and programs CFT funds not allocated by the Council in the annual budget through a competitive application process.  It is comprised of 16 members, one from each Council district and 3 at-large members;

CANDIDATES FOR APPOINTMENT TO THE KING COUNTY CONSERVATION FUTURES OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE:

2005-0223  Lisa Parsons

Ms. Parsons resides in Enumclaw (District 9) and her proposed partial term appointment is set to expire on December 31, 2005.  Ms. Parsons has served as the executive director of the Middle Green River Coalition which preserves and protects the natural areas of the Green River while promoting river recreation.

2005-0251 Ken Brunner 
Mr. Brunner resides in Kent (District 13) and his proposed partial term appointment is set to expire on December 31, 2005.  Mr. Brunner is an endangered species coordinator for the Environmental Resources Section of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.
Approval of these two motions would leave the COC with 4 memberships to renew or fill.
