SUBJECT

Motions confirming the executive's appointments of Craig Lorch John Taylor, Jerry Bartlett and Matthew House to the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee.

BACKGROUND  

The King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee ("SWAC") was established in 1984 (K.C.C. 10.28) to advise and make recommendations to the county executive and council relating to:

· all aspects of solid waste management planning;

· the development of programs and policies concerning solid waste management; and

· solid waste management rules, policies or ordinances prior to their adoption.

The Solid Waste Advisory Committee is composed of at least nine and not more than twenty members. Membership is comprised of a county-wide group of citizens who represent public interest groups, businesses, the waste management industry and local elected public officials.

King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee Candidates
Proposed Motion 2011-0050, Craig Lorch  Mr. Lorch resides in Seattle (District 2).  He is currently Manager at Total Reclaim, Inc., of Seattle.  He has previously been employed by Casual Cabs.  His work experience includes serving as a Graduate Intern for the King County Solid Waste Division, an Administrative Aid to the Washington State House of Representatives, and a Liason Engineer for The Boeing Company.  He received a BS in Mechanical Engineering from the University of Michigan, and a Masters in Public Administration from the University of Washington.  He has served on the Washington Mercury Advisory Committee, the SWAC Electronics Waste Subcommittee, the Washington State PBDE
 Task Force, and the Washington Lead Advisory Committee.  Mr. Lorch’s appointment is for a three year term to expire on September 30, 2013.  The appointment is for a position representing the recycling industry.

Proposed Motion 2011-0053, John Taylor:  Mr. Taylor resides in Seattle (District 4).  He is currently the Government Relations Manager for Cleanscapes, a solid waste management firm.  He formally worked at the public affairs consulting firm Cocker Fennessey as a Senior Associate. He has also been the Policy Director for the Downtown Seattle Association.  His work experience also includes serving as a Strategic Advisor to Seattle Public Utilities, as a Research Analyst with the Seattle City Council, as well as Senior Policy Advisor with the Office of the Governor of Vermont.  He received his Masters in Public Administration from the University of Vermont, and a BA in Political Science from Hobart College.  He received additional training from the Kennedy School of Government at Harvard University, and from the Governor’s Center at Duke University.  Mr. Taylor’s appointment is for a partial term to expire on September 30, 2011.  The appointment is for a position representing the recycling industry.

Proposed Motion 2011-0054, Jerry Bartlett:  Mr. Bartlett resides in Seattle (District 2).  He is currently the Chief Environmental and Sustainability Officer for Cedar Grove Composting.  He previously served as the company's General Manager/Vice President for Cedar Grove Composting.  Previously he was the Vice President for Environmental Affairs for Emerald Services. His prior employment also includes serving as: Director of Waste Compliance and Recovery Services for Parametrix; an Environmental Consultant for Technical Resource Management; a Vice President of Phillip Environmental.  Mr. Barlett held various senior positions with Northwest Enviroservice.  Additionally he was a Supervisory Environmental Protection Specialist with the Defense Logistics Agency, and a Supervisory Training Instructor with the Department of the Interior.  He received a BA in Park Management from San Diego State University, and a MS in Environmental Sociology and Human Ecology from Utah State University.  Mr. Bartlett’s appointment is for a three year term to expire on September 30, 2013.  The appointment is for the position representing a King County manufacturer.

Proposed Motion 2011-0055, Matthew House  Mr. House works in Tukwila (District 5).  He is currently employed as the Business Representative for Teamsters Local 117, and has previously been employed by Food Services of America and Golden State Foods.  Mr. House has received two years of community college education.  Mr. House’s appointment is for a three year term to expire on September 30, 2013.  The appointment is for the position representing labor.
