During the course of preparing the year 2001 4th Quarter Report for Council, my budget staff determined that the District Court had over-expended its budget authority by $101,564.  The attached emergency ordinance provides supplemental appropriation authority to bring district court’s budget into compliance.

The funding source for this supplemental request is coming from the Current Expense Fund, fund balance for 2001.  The District Court will have ($101,564) disappropriated from its  2002 Adopted Budget to meet this obligation.  I will provide that information when I transmit the 2002 First Quarter Omnibus ordinance shortly.  My staff is working with District Court staff in researching the exact nature of this overexpenditure and once it has been determined will meet with Council staff.  I have informed Presiding Judge Saint Clair of the action I propose to take.  

I am including an emergency clause in this ordinance because the 2001 accounting books are closing within the next month.  We need to act quickly to solve this problem.
