NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

Proposed Ordinance 2009-0525
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 28th day of September, 2009, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2009-0525, determining that substitute property for 1.15 acres of property to be removed from the Park at Bothell Landing is consistent with the purpose of King County Ordinance 9071, which governs the use of the King County 1989 Open Space Bond funds that were used to purchase the removed property. 
SUMMARY

The City of Bothell's Bothell Crossroads Realignment project includes the re-routing of State Route 522 over a 1.15 acre portion of Bothell Landing Park purchased by Bothell with King County 1989 Open Space Bond funds, located immediately south of Woodinville Drive and immediately east of Bothell Way south of NE 180th Street within the City of Bothell. The substitute property is located immediately north of NE 180th Street, and on a parcel located immediately west of 102nd Avenue Northeast which is owned by Bothell, but not subject to 1989 Open Space Bond requirements. The King County Council determination that the substitute property is consistent with the purpose of King County Ordinance 9071 will allow Bothell to proceed with the substitution. The King County Council will consider the ordinance on September 28, 2009.
