The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on _________, 2012 to take testimony on a proposed ordinance that would authorize the execution of an interlocal agreement transferring the following county property from King County to the City of Tukwila.  

Road-Related Drainage Facility Property:

Commencing at the SE corner of the SW ¼ of the NW ¼ of said Section 2;
Thence North 89(16’32” West along the East-West centerline of said Section 458.30 feet;

Thence North 2(40’47” East 53.72 feet to the POINT OF BEGINNING;

Thence continuing North 2(40’47” East 68.04 feet;
Thence North 20(24’53” East 88.72 feet;

Thence North 49(07’02” East 82.00 feet to an intersection with the Southwesterly margin of Frager Road;

Thence South 40(52’58” East along said Southwesterly margin 117.97 feet to a point on a curve from which the radial center bears South 49(07’02” West 798.51 feet;

Thence Southerly along the arc said curve concave to the Southwest 93.58 feet to a point on a non-tangent curve from which the radial center bears South 84(31’00” West 40.00 feet; 

Thence Southwesterly along the arc of said curve concave to the Northwest 67.17 feet;

Thence North 89(16’32” West 190.00 feet to the POINT OF BEGINNING. Containing 31,447 square feet more or less.
The transfer agreement authorized by the proposed ordinance provides for King County to transfer ownership of specified road-related drainage facility property to the City of Tukwila.  The road-related drainage facility property is being transferred as it serves an area that has been annexed by the city; the city agrees to assume full and complete responsibility for the operation, maintenance, repairs, and any subsequent improvements to the property and drainage facility.
