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SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE increasing the monthly rental rates for aircraft tie-downs at the King County international airport, also known as Boeing Field International; and amending Ordinance 10500, Section 1, as amended, and K.C.C. 15.52.060.
SUMMARY: 

The proposed ordinance would correct an oversight made during the 2008 budget process regarding an aircraft tie-down fee increase at King County International Airport (Boeing Field). For planes weighing 12,500 pounds or less, tie-down fees would increase from $85.00 to $90.00 per month.
Discussion:

The Executive proposed the fee increase that would be effected by the subject ordinance. However, the ordinance transmitted for the increase was fatally flawed and needed to be completely redrafted. In this process, one fee increase was overlooked. Council analysis found all of the proposed airport fee increases to be reasonable and approved them with the exception of this oversight for small planes. A comparison table is provided below for reference.
