SUBJECT

Establishing the 195th Avenue Northeast road extension from Northeast 95th Street to Northeast Novelty Hill Road.
SUMMARY

State law (RCW 36.81) outlines the requirements for counties to legally establish roads.  RCW 36.81.050 requires a report by the County Road Engineer on the need for the road, the proper terminal points, general course, length, and width, together with a map.  The proposed ordinance would satisfy this requirement.  RCW 36.81.070 requires notice of a public hearing on the road establishment to be posted for at least 20 days at the termini of the road and for two successive weeks in the county newspaper of record.

COUNCIL PRIORITIES

Proposed Ordinance 2010-0268 supports the goals embodied in the Council’s Safe, Healthy and Vibrant Communities Priority, the Local Jobs and Economic Development Priority, and the Mobility for People, Goods and Services Priority.  Adoption of this proposed ordinance is another step necessary to fulfill the County’s intent to increase mobility along the Novelty Hill Road corridor, which is mentioned in Council Action 4.11.
BACKGROUND

After years of planning, the County Road Services Division (“RSD”) identified a Phase 1 component of the Novelty Hill Road Project (Roads CIP #100992).  Phase 1 project funding is included in the 2010-2015 Roads Capital Improvement Program.  The project will be advertised for construction in the near future.

The Novelty Hill Road, Phase 1 project (Roads Capital Improvement Project #100992) includes roadway improvements on the north-south alignment between Novelty Hill Road and Union Hill Road.  The northern part of this road is new.  Proposed Ordinance 2010-0268 legally establishes this new right-of-way as a County road.  The southern part of this north-south alignment is 196th Avenue Northeast and the Phase 1 project is commonly described as an improvement to 196th Avenue Northeast.  The northern part of the alignment is a bit to the west and is designated as 195th Avenue Northeast.  A map showing this alignment is attached to the proposed ordinance.

The Phase 1 scope focuses on providing a route between Novelty Hill Road and Northeast Union Hill Road as far as the Redmond city limits, with another 800 feet of roadway on Union Hill Road extending into the City.  The scope is intended to accommodate the traffic impacts of County-approved development and background traffic for eight to ten years after completion of construction, including the impacts of Trilogy, Redmond Ridge, and Redmond Ridge East.

Features of the Phase 1 design include a roundabout at the intersection of 196th Avenue Northeast and Northeast Union Hill Road, widening of 196th/195th Avenue Northeast from Northeast Union Hill Road north to Northeast Novelty Hill Road (including the new segment established by this ordinance), and a roundabout at the intersection of 195th Avenue Northeast and Northeast Novelty Hill Road.  Ordinance 16345 and Ordinance 16674 approved the condemnation of property needed to accommodate this portion of the Phase 1 project.
ANALYSIS

The Novelty Hill Road, Phase 1 project is funded in the Roads CIP.  The alignment was reviewed by the Council through successive budgets and through consideration of the condemnation ordinances.  The establishment of this extension is an integral part of the Phase 1 project; approval of this ordinance is consistent with Council policy.
