EFFECT: The amendment would:
1. Reduce to a total of five the number of times per calendar year that a councilmember may attend by telephone or other electronic means either a full council meeting or a meeting of a standing council committee.
2. Eliminate from the circumstances constituting good cause for attending a meeting remotely:
a. Difficulty for the member to attend the meeting in person due to the member’s attendance at a meeting of an outside committee to which the member has been assigned under the council’s organizational rules; and
b. Other circumstances constituting good cause.
3. Limit the “inclement weather” that is deemed to constitute “urgent circumstances” justifying remote attendance to inclement weather that makes it “unsafe,” rather than merely “difficult,” for the member to attend the meeting.
4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Provide for the meeting chair to rule initially on a member’s request to attend remotely because of urgent circumstances, subject to appeal to the members present at the meeting. The chair’s ruling could be reversed only by the affirmative votes of at least two thirds of the members present at the meeting.
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
