SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Bernie Dochnahl, who resides in council district nine, to the King County Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, as the council district five representative.
SUMMARY:  The Executive has appointed Bernie Dochnahl to a partial term on the King County Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, expiring July 31, 2008.
Ms. Dochnahl is a graduate of the University of Washington where she received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Business Administrations, Accounting.  Ms. Dochnahl is currently the Owner of DENBE of Renton, LLC.  She also presently serves on the Mutual of Enumclaw Trustee as Chairman of the Board of Trustees, Renton Chamber of Commerce, Legislative Committee Chair and Chair for the Eastside Legislative Committees for 11 Eastside Chamber of Commerce’s, Renton Community Foundation Board Member, Center for Women and Democracy Board Member and Vice Chair, East King County Chambers of Commerce Legislative Coalition, Chair, Leadership Tomorrow Alumni, and the Washington State Health Insurance Pool (WSHIP).
The Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees is composed of 13 members, one member from each Council district and four at-large members, who shall be nominated by the King County Council.  Nominees are appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the King County Council by motion.  The Board, as the representative authority of the County, oversees the provision of health care services in order to assure that high quality health care is made available to County residents.
