SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2012-0471 would confirm the appointment of William Rademaker to the King County Museum of Flight Authority Board of Directors. 

BACKGROUND

King County created the King County Museum of Flight Authority ("Authority") in 1985 to “provide for the development and operation of a first class air and space museum as authorized under RCW 35.21.730 through 35.21.755.” See KCC Chapter 15.92.  The Authority is an “independent legal entity exclusively responsible for its own debts, obligations and liabilities,” governed by its Charter and By-laws.  The Museum of Flight Authority is one of the two public development authorities created by King County.  The second is the Cultural Development Authority.

Board Composition: Ordinance 7444 establishes a Board, consisting of seven directors, to govern the Authority.  Current membership can be found on Attachment 3.
Scope of Powers: Article V, Section 5.01 of the Authority’s Charter sets forth its powers.  These include the power to:

· Own and sell real and personal property;
· Contract for any corporate purpose with the United States, a state, and any political subdivision or agency of either, and with individuals, associations and corporations;
· Lend and borrow funds;
· Perform all manner and type of community services and activities; and
· Issue negotiable bonds and notes.
Other powers and limitations on powers are set forth in Sections 5.01 and 5.02 of the Authority’s Charter.
Appointee: William Rademaker Jr.
William Rademaker Jr., attended the University of Washington, earning a degree in economics. He then attended Willamette University College of Law earning his law degree there.
Mr. Rademaker served as a litigation attorney for the United States Security and Exchange Commission for a period of time. However, the majority of his career was spent as the General Council for William E. Boeing Jr. Enterprises and as president of the operating companies. 

Mr. Rademaker is now retired and involved in personal investments. Mr. Rademaker was nominated by the Authority's Board and has been attending meetings for over a year. Mr. Rademaker is being appointed for a partial term expiring December 31, 2014.
