SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2018-0016 would confirm the appointment of David Bain, who resides in District 1, to the WaterWorks Grant Ranking Committee, for a partial term to expire on September 30, 2020.

BACKGROUND

The Council has provided direction for the WaterWorks water quality grants program by establishing a grants ranking committee to develop recommendations for award of funding to applicant water quality improvement projects, and by establishing criteria for selection of projects (Ordinance 18031).  Council specified membership on the grant ranking committee (Ordinance 18261), to include one technical specialist, three positions representing the Metropolitan Water Pollution Abatement Advisory Committee (MWPAAC), and nine positions representing Council districts, recommended to the Executive by Councilmembers. Members serve three-year terms; appointments are confirmed by Council.

ANALYSIS

2019-0017 David Bain (District 1) Proposed Motion 2019-0017 provides for the appointment of David Bain, who resides in District 1, to the WaterWorks Grant Ranking Committee, as the District 1 representative.  Mr. Bain has been employed as a Senior Scientist for the ECO Resource Group since 2017.  Mr. Bain has a Ph.D. in Biology, and has a background in working with organizations involved in watershed protection, restoration, and land use policy.  He is currently a member of the Bothell Shoreline Board. Mr. Bain is being appointed for a partial term to expire on September 30, 2020.
