Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed for the King County Council’s consideration is an ordinance that would increase by one year of age the definition of “child” for transit fare payment, allowing children under six years of age to ride free on Metro.  Currently, K.C.C. 28.94.015 provides that children under five years of age may ride free.  I am proposing this change, effective September 28, 2002, to bring King County Metro’s definition in line with other transit agency partners in the Regional Fare Agreement, to further simplify fares for customers and bus drivers.

It is expected that this change could result in a decrease in passenger revenue of approximately $2,300 in 2002 and about $10,000 in successive years.
