Highlights of JJOMP-Related Program Outcomes
Juvenile Justice Intervention Services/Reinvesting in Youth    
· Aggression Replacement Therapy: when competently delivered, ART reduces felony recidivism (measured at 18 months) by 24% saving $11.66 for every $1 invested in the program.
 
· Functional Family Therapy:  competent delivery of FFT results in a 38% reduction in felony recidivism (measured at 18 months) and a 50% reduction in violent felony recidivism.  For every $1 invested, FFT generates $10.69 in benefits.

· Multi-Systemic Therapy:  while further study is needed, it appears MST in King County reduced felony recidivism by 11.8%.
  WSIPP estimated that taxpayer and crime victim benefits combined save $21,863 for each MST participant
.  MST generates $13.45 in benefits for every dollar invested. 

Becca – Truancy, At-Risk Youth (ARY) and Child in Need of Services (CHINS)
· Project Team:   nationally supervised, scientifically rigorous, in-house evaluation with results showing increased family well-being, improved grades & attendance, decreased contact with law enforcement.
· Functional Family Therapy for Becca Youth:  in-house data analysis shows results consistent with extensive, rigorous evaluations completed elsewhere with results showing increased family well-being and decreased recidivism including status offenses.  Only 4% of youth receiving this service returned to juvenile court on a felony charge compared to 23% of the total group with At-Risk Youth petitions.
· Case Managers: families and judicial officers report improved compliance with court orders and improved family functioning.  Impacts include decreased costs associated with juvenile justice involvement, emergency services, mental health and drug/alcohol residential treatment, out of home placements, and school drop-out. National data from the current Colorado Foundation for Families and Children demonstrated that case management has a positive impact on discipline referrals, grades and attendance.
· Truancy Reduction Demonstration Project: shows a 57% reduction in truancy preliminary hearings, 78% of youth who participate do not go on to court on the truancy matter, 57% avoid juvenile justice contact.
Juvenile Justice Planning and Programming Outcomes    
· System Coordination and Analysis: supports on-going coordination, monitoring, and evaluation of JJOMP-related programs.  Efforts contributed to the national recognition received by King County for its innovative, collaborative juvenile justice reforms.
· Reporting Centers:  saved 2,303 bed days in 2003.  The Reporting Centers have an overall success rate – youth who are successful participants until released from the program – of 86.53%.  Participating youth rarely miss court hearings, attending 99% of the time compared to a 62% rate for other youth.
· Juvenile Drug Court:  has served 181 youth in an intensive alternative court process that engages youth in treatment, school/employment, and frequent court appearances.  The program successfully involves parents/guardians, 80% of participant youth had families attend court and/or family therapy.  
· Step-Up:  evaluation based on pre-post intervention surveys shows significant decrease in violent/abusive behavior toward parents/family members.  Preliminary research indicates approximately 11% recidivism by teens that completed the Step-Up program.   
· School Violence Deputy Prosecutor: reviews and prosecutes approximately 400 youth referred for a “school violence” matter each year, including 25 school-related weapons offenses.  Includes coordination with all nineteen King County school districts, the thirteen police agencies that work with local districts, and with the legal representatives of each school district to ensure effective communication and resolution of school-related crime.
· Crime Free Futures:  seeks to replicate the program’s successful education and health advocacy strategies county-wide through the probation department. Crime Free Futures participants increase school enrollment and attendance from 11% to 57%, other research indicates that engaging at-risk youth in school reduces daytime crime.  Health advocacy outcomes include health care coverage for participating youth increased from 28% to 100%, and increased access to mental health and substance abuse treatment.
   
· Reclaiming Futures:  provides evidence-based substance abuse and mental health treatment to 100 youth and families per year.  In addition to a new comprehensive assessment, services include Advocacy Teams (replicating Project Team’s model which showed positive outcomes) and a WSIPP evaluated mentoring program shown to reduce recidivism.  An outcome evaluation including a cost benefit analysis is currently being conducted.   
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
