SUMMARY

King County is proposing changes to the King County Code to prohibit the retail sale and personal use of fireworks in unincorporated King County.  If enacted, this ordinance will protect people and property from the unexpected, and sometimes fatal, consequences of burns and fires from fireworks.
The proposed ordinance amends the King County Code to do the following:

· Prohibit the retail sale and use of fireworks in unincorporated King County;

· Increase penalties for violations of fireworks regulations; and

· Continue to allow for: 

· Permitted public firework displays;

· Sale and discharge of trick and novelty devices;

· Fireworks for religious events; and

· Other special needs when authorized by permit.
