License Agreement Synopsis:
The property is currently used by Lifelong Health for All (Lifelong), a 501(c) 3 non-profit organization and partially licensed to Public Health – Seattle & King County (Public Health) to provide needle exchange services to the City of Seattle. Lifelong is leasing this facility from a private owner JCS Properties for the purposes of housing both its daily operations and the Public Health Needle Exchange Program. This License Agreement is being submitted for legislative approval by the King County Council pursuant to KCC 4A.100.070.D.4.a. 

The use agreement includes the shared use of 5,808 square feet, which includes a common entry, storage room, waiting area, and bathrooms. The proposed license will allow Public Health to continue to operate from this location. 

Context
Rationale for transaction:	This extension of the License Agreement maintains Public Health’s presence in the current location, which is easily accessible to clients via major roads and transit services. 

Policy considerations:		This License Agreement and related operations support Public Health’s mission to provide HIV and overdose prevention services to residents of Seattle and King County, specifically in the Capitol Hill neighborhood. The Needle Exchange Program provides new, sterile syringes and clean injection equipment in exchange for used, contaminated syringes. This location also supports:
· Drug users getting access to drug treatment and health care;
· Testing for HIV, hepatitis, tuberculosis (TB), and other infections to which drug users are prone;
· Treatment readiness counseling and case management services;
· Education about harms associated with drug use and how to minimize them; and
· Safe disposal of contaminated equipment. 
The Needle Exchange Program began operating in 1989 in Seattle. Currently, Public Health operates Needle Exchange Programs in downtown Seattle, Capitol Hill, and South Seattle/South King County. Community-based agencies provide exchange services in other parts of the county.

or partnerships:			By maintaining this co-location with Lifelong Health for All, Public Health will continue to provide residents in the Capitol Hill neighborhood with access to clean injection equipment, referrals to drug treatment and other social services, naloxone, and ensure proper disposal of used syringes.

Fiscal considerations:		The annual cost to use the facility is $30,000 and upon execution of this license Public Health will have to pay retroactively to July 1, 2021. Public Health is not responsible for grounds or maintenance costs.

CIP/operational impacts:	This space recently underwent tenant improvements to make the space more welcoming and client focused.

Equity and Social Justice impact: 	In accordance with Real Property Asset Management Plan (RAMP) policies, the Facilities Management Division (FMD) and Public Health reviewed this proposed legislation for Equity and Social Justice (ESJ) impacts. This is a renewal of an existing license agreement located in the Capitol Hill neighborhood of Seattle. The work at this location supports King County Equity and Social Justice goals by investing in communities where services are accessible to racial or ethnic minorities, unhoused, and/or LGBTQ+ clients. King County’s program has successfully helped people who use drugs by injection get off the streets and into drug treatment. In the last two years, the Public Health needle exchange program placed 739 people in drug treatment.
