The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on (DATE) to take testimony on a proposed ordinance authoring the King County Executive to enter into an interlocal transfer agreement between King County and the City of Auburn for transfer to the City of a North Green River Park Parcel located within the City of Auburn.
