SUBJECT

Motion confirming the executive's appointments of Jose Lugo to the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee.

BACKGROUND  

The King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee ("SWAC") was established in 1984 (K.C.C. 10.28) to advise and make recommendations to the County Executive and Council relating to:

· all aspects of solid waste management planning;
· the development of programs and policies concerning solid waste management; and
· solid waste management rules, policies or ordinances prior to their adoption.

The Solid Waste Advisory Committee is composed of at least nine and not more than twenty members. Membership is comprised of a county-wide group of citizens who represent public interest groups, businesses, the waste management industry and local elected public officials.

Proposed Motion 2013-0257, Jose Lugo:  Mr. Lugo resides in Kirkland (District 6).  He is Chief Operating Officer/Co-founder of the Wiserg Corporation, serving since 2010.  He has been previously employed at Agua y Vida SA, a renewable energy company, where he served as Chief Operating Officer/Co-Founder from 2005 to the present.  Before that he was employed by Microsoft Corporation as a Project Manager and Director of Quality Assurance from 1986-2005.  He holds a Bachelor of Science degree in Computer Science and Information Systems from Eastern Michigan University (1986).  Mr. Lugo’s appointment is for a partial term to expire on September 30, 2014.  The appointment is for a position representing the recycling industry.
