Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

I am pleased to transmit for King County Council review and approval a motion relating to amendments to the King County Consortium’s Consolidated Housing and Community Development Plan for 2000-2003 (the Consolidated Plan).  The recommendation for approval of these amendments came to me from the interjurisdictional Joint Recommendations Committee of the King County Community Development Block Grant Consortium. 

Extension of the Consolidated Plan for an Additional Year

The current Consolidated Plan expires at the end of 2003.  A new plan is being developed; however, a new plan must utilize the most comprehensive data available from the 2000 census.  The detailed housing data needed for a new Consolidated Plan has only been partially released, with the remaining portion scheduled for release between now and September 2003.  This delay in the release of vital statistics does not allow staff enough time before the current plan expires, to collect and analyze the data, nor to conduct the subsequent strategic planning involving stakeholders, suburban cities, and the public.  Therefore, the Consortium’s interjurisdictional Joint Recommendations Committee recommended a one-year extension of the current plan, until a new plan can be prepared and adopted to guide 2005 and subsequent years.

The US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) is allowing the one-year extension, and requests that the extension amendment also substitutes its new template for the “Priority Housing Needs” Table in place of the old table.  Accordingly, this motion also contains an amendment to accomplish this substitution of tables.

Incorporation of the Regional Affordable Housing Guidelines

This motion also amends the Consolidated Plan to add the Regional Affordable Housing Guidelines for the SHB 2060 revenue as an appendix.  The Consolidated Plan is a HUD-required, comprehensive affordable housing and community development policy and planning document.  This comprehensive planning document guides King County’s administration of federal homeless, housing and community development funds, as well as local and state homeless and housing funds.  It is efficient to have all of King County’s affordable housing program and policy information in one comprehensive document.  

I recommend that the Council approve the attached Motion to adopt 2003 amendments to the King County Consortium’s Consolidated Housing and Community Development Plan for 2000-2003.
