Dear Councilmember Ferguson:

Attached is a proposed ordinance providing for the sale of a surplus, undeveloped one-acre residential parcel within Council District Three.  The King County Road Services Division (Roads) is the custodian of the subject property (Assessor’s Parcel #222406-9109) which is located in the City of Issaquah on the west side of Highlands Drive northeast at 238th Avenue southeast (the “Highlands Drive Lot”).  This property was part of a larger parcel purchased by Roads in 2000 in conjunction with the Sammamish Plateau Access Road (the “SPAR project”) which linked Highway I-90 with the Sammamish Plateau.  That project was completed in August 2003.  The area of the subject parcel was annexed by the city of Issaquah in March 2008.
Subject Property
After completion of the SPAR project, the Facilities Management Division (FMD) determined that it was in the best interest of King County to sell excess land not required for the new roadway.  Consequently, boundary lines were adjusted to create a legal, buildable parcel.  As part of this process, King County installed water, electric and sewer service to the property to improve marketability.
Roads formally requested surplus status for the new parcel. Pursuant to King County Code 4.56.070.C.1, FMD circulated surplus notices to King County agencies.  None expressed interest.  The property was reviewed for potential sale for affordable housing but was determined to be too small and therefore unsuitable for such development.  FMD declared the property surplus in March 2010.
Proposed Sale

The property was appraised in March 2010 with value estimated at $180,000.  Pursuant to King County Code 4.56.100.A.4, the FMD listed the property for sale through the Northwest Multiple Listing Service.  Two offers were received and an all cash bid for $181,000 was accepted by FMD.
Pursuant to King County Code 4.56.080.A, King the County Council must approve the sale of King County-owned real property with an appraised value in excess of $10,000.  FMD recommends Council approval of this proposed sale as proceeds will reimburse the Roads Construction Fund.
