Subject:  MOTIONS confirming the Executive’s appointments of Kelly Ronette Guy, who resides in Council District Five, and Virginia Tomicich, who resides in Council District Two, to the King County Civil Rights Commission.

Background:  The Civil Rights Commission is composed of sixteen individuals.  Each of thirteen members represents one of the thirteen council districts.  Three members serve at-large.  The Commission is charged to serve in an advisory capacity to the county executive and the council on matters concerning affirmative action, disability access, equal employment opportunity, contract compliance, fair housing, minority/woman business and public accommodations to ensure the consistent application of all county ordinances, rules and regulations concerning these programs.

Summary:   Proposed Motion 2005-0294 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Kelly Ronette Guy to the King County Civil Rights Commission for a three-year term expiring June 1, 2008.  Ms. Guy is currently the Manager, Prevention and Family Support, for Casey Family Programs.

Proposed Motion 2005-0295 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Virginia Tomicich to the King County Civil Rights Commission for a partial term expiring June 1, 2007.  Ms. Tomicich is self-employed as a legal researcher and analyst and contract attorney.
