SUBJECT

A motion confirming the appointment of O. Sven Kalve, as the representative of the Municipal League of King County to the King County citizens' elections oversight committee.
SUMMARY

Proposed Motion 2012-0460 would confirm Mr. Sven Kalve to the Citizens’ Elections Oversight Committees as a representative of the Municipal League of King County.  Mr. Kalve will serve a partial term expiring September 18, 2013.
Background 

The King County council has created three citizen's elections oversight committees.  The first was created in July 2003, the second was created in April 2005 and the current non-expiring committee was created in May 2006.  Over the years, the committees have written two substantial reports listing over 180 recommendations to improve King County elections. Nearly all the recommendations have been implemented by the County or addressed by changes to federal or state election laws. In addition, the Elections Oversight Committee provides annual reports to the Council on its activities and elections operations.
Analysis 

Ordinance 15453 and Ordinance 17273 created the current Citizens’ Elections Oversight Committee (CEOC). The committee is comprised of 14 members including two non-voting members; one each from the Secretary of State’s Office and the Washington State Association of County Auditors.  A roster of the current members and the interests they represent can be found in Attachment 3 to this report. 
Mr. Kalve is currently a retired Boeing Company executive. While employed he frequently served on King County, city, school district, or state committees and task forces in a volunteer capacity. Mr. Kalve was also the co-chair of a King County citizen committee which oversaw, monitored, and tested the King County conversion to punch card voting in the 1970s. As a former regular campaigner for candidates of both major political parties, as well as for non-partisan campaigns, Mr. Kalve appreciates the reliability of our local election system.  He has served as a polling place Judge and as Inspector (identified with both major parties at different times), at several polling locations in King County.
