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SUBJECT:  Motion 2004-0097 authorizing the publication and distribution of a local voters’ pamphlet.
SUMMARY:  Proposed Motion 2004-0097 would authorize the manager of the records, elections and licensing division to prepare and distribute a local voters’ pamphlet for a special election on May 18, 2004.  This special election will be held within the King County Fire Protection District 16 which is partly in Bothell, Washington in Council District One. This pamphlet is to inform citizens of the potential effects of a restoration of a property tax levy for fire protection in the amount of $1.00 per $1,000 of assessed value.  
The Fire Protection 16 District stated that the estimated cost to conduct the special election would be about $40,000 to reimburse King County for operational costs to conduct this special election and for pamphlet production costs.  The District confirmed that it will be paying for the full cost of the special election; therefore, there should not be a cost to King County to prepare and distribute this voters’ pamphlet.
