Dear Councilmember Constantine:

Enclosed for the County Council’s review and approval is the second omnibus supplemental ordinance for 2009.  This ordinance has three distinct components:

· It contains a small number of adjustments to correct for errors in the Council adopted Lifeboat ordinance (Ordinance 16590).  These adjustments result in a $44,113 reduction to the General Fund.

· It contains a series of disappropriations to the budgets of the Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention (DAJD), Jail Health Services (JHS), and the Sheriff’s Office, as well as some technology and CIP projects to address the projected $5 million shortfall for 2009.  These changes result in a reduction of $5,184,568 to the General Fund.

· It contains a series of mid-year adjustments to both General and non-General Funds.  In light of the General Fund’s on-going financial challenges, none of the adjustments in this category result in a net increase to the General Fund’s expenditure obligations.  For the General Fund, only items that are backed by revenue were approved for inclusion in this ordinance.

The total impact to the General Fund of all of the changes I am transmitting today is a reduction of $5,228,681.  
The General Fund continues to experience substantial fiscal pressure.  The Office of Management and Budget (OMB) recently announced a $5 million General Fund deficit for 2009 and a $56.4 million General Fund deficit for 2010.  Year-to-date sales tax collections are fifteen percent below 2008 levels, and are on par with sales tax collections for 2005.  Yields on sound investments remain at all-time lows, driving down the earnings rate on the county’s investment pool.  Recording fees and other revenues driven by economic activity remain severely depressed.  Contract revenues have also fallen as contracting agencies scale back service to mitigate their own financial pressures.

The national and regional economies have yet to show significant signs of recovery from the ongoing financial crisis.  The state’s unemployment rate of 9.3 percent is well above the 5.2 percent experienced a year ago.  Nearly 120,000 jobs have been shed in Washington over the last year, impacting all sectors of the economy.  Energy costs, while having fallen dramatically from levels a year ago, continue to show volatility as the path of the US economy’s recovery remains uncertain.  Some signs of stabilization have begun to emerge, such as a reduction in initial jobless claims, a tentative increase in new home sales, and only a small contraction in second quarter real Gross Domestic Product (GDP).  Even so, until consumer spending regains strength and home values show steady improvement again, pressure will remain on the county’s limited revenue streams in the near-future. 
In light of the troubled circumstances surrounding the General Fund, no reserves have been reduced in the General Fund in order to restore balance in 2009.  Maintaining General Fund reserves already established for 2009 is essential to ensuring our ability to balance a difficult 2010 budget.  Last week OMB transmited to you the Second Quarter Report which provideed additional detail on the current status of the General Fund for 2009.
The following are highlights of the various changes impacting the General Fund as a result of this omnibus supplemental ordinance: 
General Fund Appropriation Requests

Corrections to the Lifeboat Supplemental
OMB identified a number of technical errors to the Lifeboat supplemental ordinance (Ordinance 16590).  Correction of these errors results in net savings of $44,113 to the General Fund.  This ordinance corrects these errors, as follows:

Department of Executive Services (DES) Administration
· Ordinance Correction, ($54,262): This disappropriation of $54,262 in the DES Administration budget is to align the council crosswalk for the Lifeboat supplemental ordinance with the expenditure amounts in the actual ordinance.  The portion noted in the crosswalk for General Fund savings from vacancies was not included in the crosswalk total or the final Lifeboat legislation.  This disappropriation corrects that oversight.

Community Services Division 

· Ordinance Correction, $10,149: Due to an error in the calculation of the overall appropriation change to the Community Services Operating (CSO) budget in the Lifeboat ordinance, the CSO budget needs to be increased by $10,149 in order to make the appropriation whole.  This change also requires a $10,149 increase in the General Fund transfer to CSO to fund the increase.
County Executive  

· Ordinance Correction, net $0: The Lifeboat ordinance allocated an $18,898 reduction to the County Executive.  Because this budget unit is comprised of only salary and benefits for the Executive and his assistant, it is not possible to achieve this savings in this budget unit.  Therefore, the Executive proposes shifting this reduction to the Office of the Executive budget unit, where all other portions of the Executive’s functions are allocated.  The Executive remains committed to meeting all portions of the reductions assigned to the Executive Offices through the Lifeboat ordinance.  
Disappropriations to Close the Projected $5 Million 2009 Deficit
As the Office of Management and Budget indicated at the Budget and Fiscal Management Committee on July 21, 2009, the General Fund currently faces a $5 million deficit in 2009.  This deficit is being driven in large part by lower than expected contract and interfund receipt revenues for services provided to other agencies and jurisdictions, particularly by both DAJD and the Sheriff’s Office.  To capture the savings associated with the workload reduction from the lower demand for contract services and close the 2009 deficit, we are disappropriating $780,400 from the Sheriff’s Office, $2,600,000 from DAJD, and $600,000 from JHS.  In addition we are disappropriating, $1,204,168 million from technology and capital projects to close the remaining gap.  The total disappropriation is $5,184,568.
Criminal Justice Contract Disappropriations ($3,980,400)
· King County Sheriff’s Office (KCSO), ($780,400):  The 2009 Adopted Budget included the addition of 14 Sheriff’s Office sergeants and deputies to Metro’s police force to provide additional security.  Metro Transit’s financial crisis has caused the agency to 
re-evaluate the request and it now plans to use only seven of the 14 positions.  This request disappropriates the direct costs related to six deputies and one sergeant.  KCSO has prudently held these positions vacant and there will be no layoffs related to this reduction.

· DAJD, ($2,600,000):  DAJD is experiencing a decline in jail use by King County cities and the Washington State Department of Corrections (DOC).  This is due to efforts by both the cities and the state to manage the populations they house in the King County jail system and to the decline in jail population generally.  Because cities do not contract with the county for specific positions related to jail services as they do for Sheriff’s services, it is not possible to calculate the direct savings for DAJD resulting from the underutilization of contract beds.  Nonetheless, the Average Daily Population (ADP) in King County jails is below budgeted projections, which is generating savings.  DAJD projects it will spend almost $3 million less than its 2009 budget by the end of the year.  This disappropriation is unrelated to the Jail Guild supplemental request that will shortly be transmitted to council as a result of the binding arbitration settlement announced in June.  The disappropriation captures projected savings and does not result in the loss of any jobs or a reduction in the level of service provided to inmates.

· JHS, ($600,000): Medical and psychiatric services are a part of the package of services cities and DOC inmates receive while housed in county facilities.  As with DAJD, the decline in ADP below budgeted levels has generated some savings.  JHS projects a savings of nearly $700,000 by the end of 2009.  This disappropriation captures the bulk of these savings, but will not lead to the loss of any jobs or a reduction in the level of medical and psychiatric services inmates receive in King County jails.

Technology CIP Project Disappropriations, ($772,270)
· 377126 – Community Corrections Application, ($306,370):  The scope of the Community Corrections Upgrade project will be incorporated into the DAJD 5 Year Strategic Plan project.  Therefore funding for this project is not needed at this time.
· 377161 - Assessments – Property Based System, ($200,000):  The Property Based System (PBS) Replacement project is currently on hold after the completion of a 2008 Request For Proposals (RFP) process that did not identify any satisfactory vendors.  Appropriation will not be necessary for this project until a new RFP process is initiated.

· 377182 – District Court Phone System Upgrade, ($65,900): The District Court Phone Upgrade project is being reprioritized at this time.  The total appropriation in this project currently is $345,900.  Of this, $65,900 is proposed for disappropriation to help close the 2009 General Fund deficit.  The remaining $280,000 will be disappropriated and re-allocated to the District Court DCoR project in correction of an error made in the 2009 adopted budget, as described below.  This shift in appropriation will enable District Court to complete the DCoR project, which is anticipated to generate revenue for the General Fund.
· 377213 – KCSO IT Strategic Plan, ($200,000):  The IT Strategic Plan is being completed with operating funds, thus the capital appropriation is not necessary to complete the project scope.
Building Repair and Replacement CIP Project Disappropriations, Subfund Fund 3951 – ($431,898)
The proposed reductions are attributable to various completed projects with remaining balances, project scope to be absorbed in other county projects, and lower priority projects that can be reconsidered in a subsequent budget year. 

· 395119 – Shoreline Division Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) Upgrade – ($11,698)

· 395310 – Kent & Burien District Court ADA project– ($13,974)

· 395312 – Energy Audits – ($22,854)

· 395332 – Video Court – ($175,000)

· 395434 – NDMSC ISO Room – ($1,241)

· 395550 – North East District Court Tenant Improvements – ($5,000)

· 395553 – 2005 Security Equipment Replacement – ($9,280)

· 395556 – Hazard Material Survey – ($76,034)

· 395605 – Juvenile Courtroom Door Locks (DYS) – ($4,053)

· 395608 – North Public Health Emergency Lighting - ($5,000)

· 395609 – King County Courthouse Emergency Exit Pathway Lights – ($526)

· 395612 – King County Courthouse Courtroom Renovation for ADA compliance –

· 395617 – Security Allocation – ($50,000)

Mid-Year Adjustment
This ordinance contains a mid-year adjustment to the General Fund.  Because of the severely distressed condition of the General Fund, only revenue-backed adjustments are approved for this category.  
King County Sheriff’s Office $87,409
· Muckleshoot Contract Addition, $87,409:  The Muckleshoot Tribe has expanded its contract with the King County Sheriff’s Office by two deputies, effective August 1, 2009.  These positions are entirely revenue backed.  
Non-General Fund Appropriation Requests
The following are highlights of the supplemental proposals impacting the non-General Fund agencies: 

Mental Health – Mental Health, Chemical Abuse and Dependency Services (MHCADS) $21,987,564

· Mental Health Services Outpatient and Inpatient:  Mental Health funding will increase by approximately $12 million in 2009 due to changes in the FMAP (federal match percentage) rate.  Starting in January, 2009, the federal share of Medicaid revenue was increased from 50% to over 60%, providing a large one-time increase in the per member per month reimbursement rate that the Mental Health fund receives for Medicaid-eligible individuals in King County.  This increased rate will be passed on to treatment providers.  In addition, $3.5 million in Mental Illness Drug Dependency (MIDD) sales tax revenue is being transferred to the mental health fund for strategy 2A (caseload reduction for mental health) for the purpose of reducing mental health caseload size, and these funds will be matched by the enhanced FMAP rate, representing an increase of close to $10 million of revenue to the Mental Health fund. 

Water and Land Resources Shared Services $152,557 
The Water and Land Resources Shared Services (WLRSS) fund requests $152,557 in revenue-backed budget authority, as follows:
· Water Resource Inventory Area 8 and 9, $89,557:  This appropriation will support the Water Resource Inventory Area (WRIA) 8 and WRIA 9 Lead Entity programs with various state and federal grants.  The EPA/Natural Estuary Program will fund $20,000 and the Washington State Department of Fish and Wildlife will fund $69,557 of the core functions of the WRIA Lead Entities which include developing and implementing local salmon recovery projects.
· SWM Fee Funded Interlocal Agreement with WRIA, $18,000:  The Surface Water Management fund within the Water and Land Resources Division transferred $18,000 to the WLRSS fund in 2008 for work deferred until 2009.  This will continue to fund an interlocal agreement between WRIA 8 and King County for WRIA-based Watershed Planning (also known as salmon conservation planning). 

· Washington State Dept. of Ecology Interagency Agreement, $45,000:  The Washington State Department of Ecology is providing $45,000 in funding via an inter-agency agreement with the Water and Land Resources Science Section to hire outside technical expertise to plan and facilitate a public workshop.  The workshop will provide information and feedback to develop a regional monitoring and assessment strategy to answer questions about the impacts of stormwater discharges on beneficial uses in receiving waters.
Parks Operating Levy $65,292
Parks Operating Levy, $65,292 and 2.67 FTEs:  This appropriation would convert temporary custodian positions at the King County Aquatics Center (KCAC) to FTEs, for an additional 2.67 FTEs.  This has been recognized as an ongoing body of work and approved by the Human Resources Division as a legitimate use of FTEs.  The FTE conversion includes a higher job classification and a higher level of benefits. 
Grants Fund $20,803,218

· Grants Fund Carryover, $20,803,218: The Grants Fund annually carries over the unspent expenditure authority from previous years’ grants.  This appropriation authority of $20,803,218 is for on-going, multi-year grants.

Byrne Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Projects $134,054, American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) 
· Prosecuting Attorney’s Office (PAO) E-Filing Equipment, $84,060: This request will fund computers, scanners and printers to perform work related to complying with Superior Court’s new E-filing system.  The grant will also fund overtime for a limited period for staff to learn the E-filing system and develop operational changes to efficiently perform the work.  
· Adult and Juvenile Detention Computer Center, $49,994: This request is to fund conversion of the former central control room of the King County Correctional Facility (KCCF) into a Training Center, providing ten computers to facilitate the process for completion of on-line tests/training and required reports for events occurring on shift.  It is anticipated the availability of more computers will reduce the amount of overtime needed to complete test and training.

Appropriation requests related to the Document Exchange and IRIS/TESS projects that will also receive funding from this grant are anticipated to be included in the 2010 Executive Proposed Budget.  Expenditures for these additional projects are not expected to begin until 2010.

Youth Employment $1,694,445
· Employment, Training & Support for At-Risk Youth, $1,614,445:  As a result of the receipt of federal stimulus grant, the Work Training Program (WTP) is seeking $1,614,445 in additional appropriation authority for a summer youth employment program.  This program is anticipated to provide summer employment to 530 young people from low-income families.

· Brownfields Grant for a King County Jobs Initiative Job Training Project, $80,000: The Work Training Program’s WTP King County Jobs Initiative (KCJI) has received an $80,000 grant from the federal Environmental Protection Agency for environmental technician training for up to 160 low-income, unemployed or underemployed residents of King County.

Federal Housing and Community Development (FHCD) $27,334,974
The Department of Community and Human Services’, Federal Housing and Community Development (FHCD) fund has four supplemental requests.  The first is the annual carryover for ongoing projects and any outstanding revenue reconciliation.  The three remaining items are all a results of federal stimulus rewards. 

· FHCD Fund Project Budget Carryover, $20,319,689:  FHCD has prior year project funds, which need to be carried over into 2009.  The carryover appropriation will increase FHCD budget authority and allow active projects funded in prior years to expend their funds.
· Neighborhood Stabilization Program, $2,285,126: These funds are for the purchase of foreclosed properties at a significant discount, rehabilitation and improvement of energy efficiency to the properties, and re-sale or lease to income eligible households up to 100% of area median income.
· Homeless Prevention and Rapid Re-housing Stimulus Funds, $3,100,000: These funds are for activities that prevent homelessness or that rapidly re-house homeless households in permanent housing.  Households served must be at or below 50% of area median income.
· Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Stimulus Funds, $1,630,159: These funds are for CDBG eligible activities, and may be limited exclusively to capital projects, that are ready to proceed and create jobs. 
Equipment Rental and Revolving Fund $150,000
Hybrid Truck Acquisition, $150,000: Fleet Administration Division was awarded $150,000 grant funds from Congestion Mitigation Air Quality (CMAQ).  This project will assist King County Fleet and local agencies with a portion of the incremental cost difference of hybrid, medium and heavy duty truck acquisitions over conventional diesel trucks.  This supplemental request adjusts the budget to allow the receipt of CMAQ grant funds.
Capital Improvement Program Appropriation Requests 
The following are highlights of the supplemental proposals impacting Capital Improvement Program budgets:

General Government Capital Improvement Program

Conservation Futures Subfund Fund 3151 - $0

· 315176 - Tolt River Natural Area, ($0): This request expands the project scope to include additional high quality riparian habitat parcels, located along the Tolt River from Carnation to the end of Tolt River Road, west of the river to the Tolt River Road and southeast of the river to NE 32nd Street or the Snoqualmie Forest.  The Conservation Futures Citizens Committee recommends this scope change.
· 315182 - Middle Newaukum Phase III, ($128,050): This proposal would add one small property to the project scope at the confluence of Big Spring Creek and Newaukum Creek.  King County has acquired several parcels in this reach over the years, but it currently lacks matching funds for additional purchases beyond this one additional small parcel.  The remainder of the funds from this project would be transferred to the Newaukum Creek -Green River Confluence project, which has a current need for additional conservation futures tax (CFT) funds.  The Conservation Futures Citizens Committee recommends this scope change and budget reduction. 

· 315191 - Lower Newaukum-Green River Confluence, $128,050: This allocation will allow King County to acquire additional high quality riparian habitat in the Newaukum/Green confluence reach project area.  The scope of this project was expanded last year and King County has identified property owners willing to sell parcels in this project, but lacks sufficient funds to complete the target scope.  The CFT Citizen Committee recommends this action.  

· 315722 - Federal Way -Hylebos Creek, $0: This request expands the scope of this project to include parcels that are within the nearby Enticknap Wetlands CFT project, which is also located on Hylebos Creek.  The property owner of the added parcels is willing to sell, making this a top priority for Federal Way.  The Conservation Futures Citizens Committee recommends this scope change.
· 315725 - Kent CFT-Clark Lake, $175,000: This request would allocate an additional $175,000 budget authority the City of Kent's Clark Lake project. Kent has received CFT funding allocations for Clark Lake from 2003 through 2006 for specific parcels within the city's adopted Master Plan area for Clark Lake Park.  The Clark Lake project needs additional funds to meet its goals.  The CFT Citizens Committee has reviewed this proposal and recommends this scope change.  

· 315743 - Lake Forest Park-Chu Parcel, ($35,283): Wetlands existing in the project area reduced the anticipated acquisition costs, leaving funds remaining after property was purchased.  The City of Lake Forest Park has requested that the remaining CFT funds for this completed project be reallocated to the city's Towne Center Nature Park CFT project, which has a funding shortfall. The CFT Citizens Committee has reviewed this request and recommends the reallocation. 

· 315757 - Kent-CFT Koch Farm, ($175,000):  The City of Kent has abandoned this 6-acre farmland development rights acquisition because it was unable to reach an agreement with the property owner.  Kent has requested that the project funds be reallocated to its Clark Lake Project, which will likely require additional funds.  The King County Conservation Futures Citizens Committee has reviewed this proposal and recommends this action. 
· 315759 - Lake Forest Park-Grace Cole Ext, ($26,875): Wetlands existing on the project area reduced the anticipated acquisition costs, leaving funds remaining after property was purchased.  The City of Lake Forest Park has requested that the remaining CFT funds for this completed project be reallocated to the city's Towne Center Nature Park CFT project, which has a funding shortfall.  The CFT Citizens Committee has reviewed this request and recommends the reallocation. 

· 315760 - Normandy Park Walker Creek, $63,000: This request adds $63,000 of budget authority to the Normandy Park Walker Creek project.  These CFT funds were made available by Normandy Park's Normandy Nearshore Addition CFT acquisition project, which does not have a willing seller.  The Cascade Land Conservancy, working on behalf of Normandy Park, has reached an agreement with the owner of property in the Walker Creek project.  The acquisition requires additional funds and this allocation would help close the budget shortfall.  The CFT Citizens Committee has reviewed this proposal and recommends this action.

· 315761 - Normandy Park Nearshore Addition, ($63,000): Normandy Park has abandoned this project because it is unable to reach an agreement with the property owner.  Normandy Park has requested that the CFT funds for this project be transferred to its Walker Creek Preserve CFT project, which has a funding shortfall.  The CFT Citizens Committee recommends this project abandonment and fund reallocation.

· 315786 - Lake Forest Park (LFP) Towne Center, $62,158: The City of Lake Forest Park has requested that $62,158 in remaining CFT funds from the completed Grace Cole Nature Park Greenway and Lake Forest Park – Chu Parcel CFT projects be reallocated to the city's Towne Center Nature Park CFT project, which has an anticipated funding shortfall.  The CFT Citizens Committee recommends this reallocation. 

Airport Construction Fund 3380 – ($45,000)

· 001295 - Runway 13R/31L Rehab, $1,180,145, and
· 001403 - Taxi Bravo Rehab, ($1,175,145): The disappropriation and reappropriation corrects an incorrect assignment of project budget in the 2009 adopted budget and adds an additional $5,000 in spending authority to cover the cost of one remaining invoice for the project.

· 001389 - 7777 Site Remediation, $450,000: The 7777 Site Remediation project scope of work includes performing cleanup activities at the remediation site located at 7777 and 7675 Perimeter Road.  The remediation site or area of contamination encompasses two leased areas.
The supplemental request is in response to a new requirement by the Department of Ecology to install an underground barrier wall between two tenant parcels so the 7777 site can achieve “a no further action determination”. 
· 002121 - Terminal 117 Malarkey, ($500,000): The project is being cancelled because the only expenses incurred were legal expenses, which were an operating expense.
Title III Technical Adjustment – $0

· In the first quarter omnibus, Title III funds were removed from a placeholder project and placed into the Fire Safe Forests and Sheriff Search and Rescue projects in the incorrect fund.  This technical correction moves appropriation from fund 3292 to fund 3392. 

Radio CIP Fund 3471 - $9,566

· D15687 - ESC Levy Final Distribution, $9,566: This appropriation will be utilized to fully fund a project authorized by the KC Regional Communications Board in 2003 as well as distribute residual levy proceeds to the regional partnership upon completion of the project.  
Parks Facilities Rehabilitation Fund 3490 - $0

· 349098 – Capital Project Oversight, ($1,279) and
· 349998 – Capital Project Oversight, $1,279
  The disappropriation and reappropriation provides the correct project number.
OIRM Capital Projects Fund 3771 – ($772,270) (The General Fund disappropriation is discussed in the earlier portion of the letter).
· 377182 – District Court Phone System Upgrade, ($280,000): The District Court Phone Upgrade project is being reprioritized at this time.  The total appropriation in this project currently is $345,900.  Of this, $65,900 will be disappropriated to help close the 2009 General Fund deficit, as described above.  The remaining $280,000 will be disappropriated and re-allocated to the District Court DCoR project in correction of an error made in the 2009 adopted budget.  This shift in appropriation will enable District Court to complete the DCoR project.

· 377152 – District Court DCoR, $280,000: The District Court DCoR project will enable on-line viewing of District Court Records with on-line payment.  This project will result in increased revenues for the General Fund.  This project was disappropriated in error as part of the 2009 Adopted Budget and is being funded with the disappropriation from the District Court Phone System Upgrade project.

· 377119 – Network Infrastructure Implement Optimize, ($954,860): This project has been completed with fund balance remaining.  The funding source of the project was Information Technology bonds funded across the Executive Branch agencies, the same funding source as the IT Reorg program.  This supplemental will enable funding for the IT Reorg Program.
· 377191 – IT Reorganization, $954,860:  King County lacks coordinated organization structures to support countywide IT functions and technologies, suffers from a proliferation of servers, and has very little IT performance management information.  The IT Reorganization program, started in 2007, was established to address these problems.  In Phase 1, Executive Branch only, this program is implementing the consolidated Information Technology organization for Executive Branch departments as described in the Executive Recommendation on IT Reorganization report, March 2006, Business Case for IT Reorganization, June 2006, and IT Reorganization Transition Work Plan, June 2006.
Additional funds are needed for additional cultural change sessions for staff, implementation of an enterprise service center with one help desk and a single help desk tool, and establishment of an operational service for server virtualization that uses virtualization software to maximize hardware utilization and minimize conflicts among disparate systems.  This project will result in improved customer service and operational efficiencies.  These benefits are detailed in the documents referenced above.

LTGO 2009 Series B Fund 3806 - $32,969,661

· BF1001 – Transfer to D17587 - $509,087

· BF1002 – Transfer to 209T23 - $207,000

· BF1003 – Transfer to 322400 - $222,415

· BF1004 – Transfer to 395696 - $24,323,971

· BF1005 – Transfer to 395718 - $615,000

· BF1006 – Transfer to 395773 – $1,382,662

· BF1007 – Transfer to 395775 - $4,206,442 and
· BF1008 – Transfer to 395836, $1,503,084
This is a technical adjustment that sets up the transfer projects within the recently created bond fund.  This fund provides the revenue to capital projects previously approved by the County Council, including accrued interest.  The projects include Elections Consolidated Facility, Elections Building Acquisition, Courthouse, New County Office Building (NCOB) LEED Certification, Administration Building Replacement, Work Source Relocation, Chinook Building Technology and Passage Point.
Building Repair and Replacement Subfund Fund 3951 – ($431,898) (The General Fund disappropriation is discussed in the earlier portion of the letter).

· 344518 - MRJC Heat Boiler, $54,171: The existing boiler is non-functional and has been temporarily replaced by a rental unit at a cost of $7,000 per month.  The boiler supplies heat and hot water to the kitchen and laundry at the facility.  The project provides for the installation of a new boiler that will cost slightly more than was originally estimated.  The supplemental request covers that additional cost.  The boiler was previously scheduled for replacement in 2012, but was moved forward due to its deteriorating condition.  The original plan called for the replacement, using a similar boiler; however the current project uses a different system including water heaters and an exchanger, one that is more energy efficient and will reduce the county’s utility cost in the long run.

 

· 342415 - Administration Room 311 Cooling Unit, $32,015: The supplemental request adds additional appropriation authority in response to an increase in cost for the cooling unit.  The project replaces the failed cooling unit in the data closet of the Administration Building.

· 343246 – Youth Spruce Communications & Security, ($86,186):  The disappropriation provides the revenue support to the 344518 – Maleng Regional Justice Center (MRJC) Heat Boiler and 342415 - Administration Room 3ll Cooling Unit projects.  The disappropriation is feasible due to project costs available to be postponed to 2010.
