Dear Councilmember Dembowski:

This letter transmits a proposed ordinance that, if enacted, would clarify existing definitions and add two additional definitions for vehicles required to pay for parking in County facilities outlined in section 3.32.006.C. Clearly defining key terms, removing sections that are no longer relevant and repositioning sections with similar content will help to provide transparency and consistency throughout the parking program and comply with recommendations from the November 2018 audit of the parking program.

Summary of substantive changes included in the proposed ordinance are as follows:
· Adding/clarifying definitions of after-hours parking, electric vehicle and motorcycle;
· Removing surface lots from applicability;
· Clarify that King County International Airport parking is covered by Title 15;
· Adding explanation of public parking rate basis of using market rates; and,
· Redesignation of residual revenue from the Children and Family Set Aside Fund for support of health and human services to the General Fund to align with Council policy.

The proposed ordinance to clarify parking code language furthers the King County Strategic Plan guiding principles of financial sustainability and regional collaboration by eliminating ambiguity and providing consistency and transparency in collecting revenue and working collaboratively with partners to provide parking for customers conducting business with the County.
