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The Committee to End Homelessness and Ten Year Plan

The Ten-Year Plan to End Homelessness in King County provides a blueprint for how the region will work together to confront the issues that cause homelessness and create the housing and supportive services needed to end homelessness.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Committee to End Homelessness (CEH) is a coalition of government, faith communities, nonprofits, the business community, and homeless and formerly homeless people. The CEH works to implement the Ten-Year Plan to End Homelessness in King County. The Ten Year Plan to End homelessness is a blueprint for how the region will confront the issues that cause homelessness and create the housing and supportive services needed to end homelessness. The Ten Year Plan was adopted by King County in 2005, via Ordinance 15284.

The Ten Year Plan to End Homelessness in King County set the goals of increasing housing for homeless people by 9,500 units in 10 years and realigning the homelessness system and related systems such as criminal justice and foster care. As of the end of 2011 5,000 units of housing have been added, along with several other major accomplishments such as coordinated entry and system-wide addressing of family homelessness.

The principles of the Ten Year Plan are:
· Prevent homelessness 
· Help people move quickly to stable housing with the necessary supportive services to maintain that housing
· Build the public and political will to sustain efforts and bring an end homelessness
· Increase the efficiency of the existing systems to make the best use of scarce resources
· Measure and report on outcomes
