SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Darcy Jaffe, who resides in council district four, to the King County mental illness and drug dependency (MIDD) advisory committee, as a representation from the Washington State Hospital Association representing King County hospitals. 

SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Darcy Jaffe to the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency (MIDD) Advisory Committee, for a four-year term expiring June 30, 2023.  Ms. Jaffe, a representative of the Washington State Hospital Association, would serve as the King County hospitals representative on the committee.

BACKGROUND 

The King County MIDD Advisory Committee (K.C.C. 2.130.010) is composed of separately elected officials and King County agency directors or designees along with representatives of providers of services to the mentally ill and drug dependent.  

The advisory committee shall:

· review and provide written recommendations to the executive and the council on the implementation and effectiveness of the county's sales tax funded programs in meeting the goals;  
· review and report to the executive and the council on annual evaluation reports;
· review and comment on emerging and evolving priorities for the use of the mental illness and drug dependency sales tax revenue; 
· serve as a forum to promote coordination and collaboration between entities involved with sales tax programs;
· educate the public, policymakers and stakeholders on mental illness and drug dependency sales tax funded programs;
· coordinate and share information with other related efforts and groups.

The advisory committee shall act as an advisory body to the council and executive.


ANALYSIS:

Ms. Jaffe’ s application materials note that she is the Senior Vice President, Safety and Quality, for the Washington State Hospital Association.  Ms. Jaffe has previously been a member of the MIDD Advisory Committee, serving on the originating committee at the start of the MIDD Levy.  She notes that her experience with the public sector behavioral health makes her the logical choice to represent hospitals on the committee.  Ms. Jaffe has a Bachelor’s and Graduate degrees from the University of Washington.
