SUBJECT: A MOTION authorizing King County superior court to accept the donation of a piece of artwork from Mr. Gideon Oyeleke, to be displayed at the juvenile court facility; the estimated value of this donation is three thousand dollars.
SUMMARY: The King County Juvenile Court has exclusive jurisdiction over those juveniles within King County who violate the criminal laws of the state of Washington, or who have petitions filed against them due to chronic truancy or at-risk behavior, or who need protection and advocacy as a result of abuse, neglect or abandonment. The Juvenile Court Probation Department is responsible for the provision of assessment and probation services. Other departments of the Juvenile court are responsible for non-offender matters, such as dependency, truancy, at-risk youth or children in need of services matters. The Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention is responsible for detained youth.  These responsibilities are carried out at the Juvenile Courthouse and Detention Center at 12th and Alder in Seattle.
This proposed motion, if approved, will allow King County Superior Court to accept a donation of Oshogbo Artwork from Mr. Gideon Oyeleke.  Mr. Oyeleke is a current employee of King County Superior Court and wishes to donate the artwork in memory of a long-time former employee of Superior Court—Barbara Butler.  The artwork will be dedicated in her memory.  The artist of this particular piece, Azeez Olaomo, is a lecturer at the University of Washington.  The artwork will be displayed at the Juvenile Court Facility and is conservatively estimated to be worth $3,000.
