A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Roger Goodman, who resides in council district eleven, to the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board.
Summary:
The Executive has appointed Roger Goodman to a three-year term on the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board, expiring May 31, 2005.

Mr. Goodman is a resident of Kirkland and Council district eleven.  He is a graduate of Dartmouth College where he received his A.B. Degree, George Washington University where he received his J.D. Degree and Harvard University where he received his M.P.A. Degree.  Mr. Goodman is the Director of the Drug Policy Project with the King County Bar Association.
The 15 member King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board is required by State law and regulations to provide oversight for the program.  By agreement with the City of Seattle, related to the joint Seattle-King County Health Department, the Mayor appoints five members and the County Executive appoints the remainder.
