I am pleased to transmit to the Council an ordinance authorizing King County to enter into an interlocal agreement with the Auburn School District for the exchange of similarly situated County and District property located in the City of Auburn’s potential annexation area.  I believe this agreement is in the best interests of King County park users and taxpayers.  

The land exchange will allow for the District, the City of Auburn and the County to exchange disparate land holdings to create a more logical ownership pattern as it will allow the District to amass sufficient land to construct a new high school and for the City to acquire land adjacent to the proposed school site for a large park complex.  Through the exchange, the County achieves its purpose of transferring park land located within or near cities. 

Under the agreement, the County would exchange ownership of the property within 30 days after the effective date of the agreement.
