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SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Stephen Wehner, who resides in council district three, to the King County board of appeals and equalization.

SUMMARY:  Proposed Motion No. 2003-0529 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Stephen Wehner, to the King County Board of Appeals and Equalization.  If confirmed his term will expire June 30, 2006.  Mr. Wehner is retired from the U.S. Coast Guard.  He is a practicing CPA and an adjunct instructor of accounting at Columbia College.
BACKGROUND:  The King County Board of Appeals and Equalization is comprised of seven members serving four year terms.  When the members meet as the Board of Equalization they hear and decide appeals concerning Department of Assessment evaluation disputes.  When they meet as the Board of Appeals they hear and decide appeals involving orders issued by an Executive department or administrative office as provided by ordinance.

Member and hearing examiners employed by the board receive a per diem allowance of two hundred dollars.  Last year board members worked between 70 and 135 days.
