Operational Costs:	Operating expenses are limited to monthly costs for communication equipment such as internet, telephone, fax, etc.; carpenter and electrician time as needed for maintenance and repair of the security systems, and the keying/lock systems.  Some portion of this may be assessed to City of Bellevue as the individual situation warrants. Facilities Management Division (FMD) is estimating this cost at $10,000 per year which equates to $20,000 plus inflation for each full biennium beginning with the 2017/2018 biennium.

Use Agreement Synopsis:
The property will be used by the King County District Court (KCDC) to continue to provide municipal court services to the City of Bellevue in a new location.  The move is necessary due to an aging building in District Court’s current location and Bellevue’s need to vacate the building to accommodate the Sound Transit rail project. The City of Bellevue is leasing the new facility from a private owner for the purposes of housing both the KCDC and Bellevue’s probation department. KCDC functions and Bellevue Probation will be co-located in the same building and will share some common areas in the facility. This use agreement is being submitted for legislative approval by the King County Council according to K.C.C. 4A.100.070.D.4.a. 

The space is located near the existing court location and is served by nearby King County Metro transit services. The use agreement includes the shared use of 24,049 square feet, which includes a common entry, public counter and waiting area, three courtrooms, clerk and management space, jury rooms, meeting rooms, staff kitchen and break areas, associated parking area, and other building spaces. Bellevue probation will be co-located in the building. The proposed use agreement will allow the KCDC to operate from the new location with no monthly facility cost to King County. This arrangement is consistent with past practice under the Interlocal Agreement for Provision of District Court Services authorized by King County Ordinance 15380 in 2006. King County has been providing court services to 12 cities through this Interlocal Agreement since 2006. 

Context
Rationale for transaction:	KCDC currently provides court services at Surrey Downs, 585 112th Ave SE in Bellevue – a Bellevue owned facility.   The building is aging and will be demolished in 2015 in conjunction with the Sound Transit East Link project.  Bellevue and King County have worked together for many years to find a new location for KCDC and the Bellevue Probation Department, which is also housed at Surrey Downs. Bellevue proceeded to lease the facility at the Bellefields Office Park for the purposes of relocating both services.  The location is easily accessible to major roads, highways and transit services. The City of Bellevue is funding the majority of the tenant improvements to allow KCDC and Bellevue’s probation department to operate out of the new facility. King County is sharing in some of the consultant costs for security and information technology design work and for limited, court specific tenant improvements.  King County will also be responsible for the cost to move KCDC (which is budgeted in the Capital Project) and for the security system, including the keying/lock systems, as it was deemed an advantage to King County to have control over the security system in the building. Funding for King County’s tenant improvements, totaling $1.1 million, was approved in the 2nd omnibus of 2014 (Ordinance 17949) and the 2015/2106 Adopted Budget in capital improvement project 1124146.
 
Policy considerations:	This use agreement supports KCDC’s mission to be the preferred forum in King County for the resolution of all cases of limited jurisdiction.

Political considerations:	N/A. 

Community considerations 
or partnerships:		By co-locating with the City of Bellevue, KCDC can continue to build on the successful provision of court services for cities and unincorporated King County residents. Maintaining city partners in the KCDC system is consistent with the goals of the King County Strategic Plan Financial Stewardship Strategy 1.b, “Work with cities to identify opportunities to provide services more efficiently, such as contracting.”

Fiscal considerations:	The annual cost to use the facility is $0. KCDC is reimbursed for providing Bellevue Court services through the Interlocal Agreement for Provision of District Court Services, which continues to 2021. KCDC is not responsible for grounds or maintenance costs. Funding for King County’s tenant improvements, totaling $1.1 million, was approved in the 2nd omnibus of 2014 (Ordinance 17949) and the 2015/2106 Adopted Budget in capital improvement project 1124146. 

Other considerations:	n/a

CIP/operational impacts:	  This space provides easy access to major roads and highways and specific facility configurations needed to conduct court business. Operating expenses are limited to monthly costs for communication equipment such as internet, telephone, fax, etc.; and carpenter and electrician time as needed for maintenance and repair of the security systems, and the keying/lock system. Some portion of this may be assessed to City of Bellevue as the individual situation dictates. There are no other anticipated expenses. Not approving this use agreement will negatively impact KCDC’s ability to meet the requirements of the Interlocal Agreement for Provision of District Court Services with Bellevue and will have a negative impact on court customers. 

King County Strategic Plan impact:	This agreement promotes the King County Strategic Plan goal of exercising sound financial management, building long term fiscal strength, and work with cities to identify opportunities to provide services more efficiently.

Equity and Social Justice impact:	This Office Use Permit will enable KCDC to continue to provide service to citizens. There are no significant positive or negative Equity and Social Justice impacts compared to the current location. 

Energy Efficiency impact:  This transaction will have a neutral energy efficiency impact on energy costs compared to the current location.
