SUBJECT

A Motion expressing the Council’s intent related to Washington state Initiative 2066.

SUMMARY

Proposed Motion 2024-0331 would express the King County Council’s intent related to Washington state Initiative 2066, which will be before Washington state voters in the general election on November 5, 2024. The text of Initiative 2066 is included as Attachment 1 to this staff report.

As described in the Ballot Statement and Explanatory Statement for Initiative 2066 (Attachment 2) prepared by the Attorney General, “This measure would repeal or prohibit certain laws and regulations that discourage natural gas use, and/or promote electrification, and require certain utilities and local governments to provide natural gas to eligible customers.”

Additionally, the state Office of Financial Management prepared the attached Fiscal Impact Statement for Initiative No. 2066 (Attachment 3).

This motion was prepared consistent with RCW 42.17A.555, which authorizes the King County Council to take action “to express a collective decision, or to actually vote upon a motion, proposal, resolution, order, or ordinance, or to support or oppose a ballot measure so long as (a) any required notice of the meeting includes the title and number of the ballot proposition, and (b) members of the legislative body, members of the board, council, or commission of the special purpose district, or members of the public are afforded an approximately equal opportunity for the expression of an opposing view”.

AMENDMENTS
