SUBJECT:  A MOTION adopting the Human Services Recommendations Report for 2004-2006
SUMMARY:  The Executive has transmitted the Human Services Recommendations Report for 2004 through 2006 for Council review and approval.  Ordinance 13629, adopting the King County Framework Policies for Human Services,  requires a review every three years of the county’s human services programs in light of changing needs and resources and the evaluation of program results.  Recommendations for the next 3 year period are also to be included.  

This is the second Human Services Recommendation Report.  The first report was approved by the Council in 2001.  The first report focused primarily on the use of county Current Expense funds in Human Services and how to make sure they were used in accord with the priorities and other funding policies included in the approved framework policies.  

The second report takes both a broader and deeper look at how the county’s efforts to help promote the health and well-being of its residents are doing, as well as how these county efforts are aligning with the efforts of other local and regional funders and providers of service. There is an increased emphasis on collaboration and partnerships to make the most of limited resources and better connect services so as to improve results.
The report reviews the full range of county programs, including programs offered through Public Health and the Transit Division as well the Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS).  Progress in aligning outcomes and identifying mutual priorities among the county, United Way, Seattle and other cities via sub-regional forums is also documented.  This progress has been fostered through use of a common set of community goals originated by United Way and adopted in the county Framework Policies.   
In addition, the report devotes special attention to progress in implementing the county’s priority goal to reduce involvement in both the juvenile and adult justice systems for which the county is primarily responsible.   A significant section of the report reviews progress in implementing human services initiatives designed to prevent and reduce involvement in the juvenile and adult justice systems.    
Recommendations for future action are included with each specific county program review.  There is also a set of system-wide recommendations intended to help sustain overall progress.  The system-wide recommendations include the Executive’s proposals to shore up county funding support for human services by earmarking new rental fees generated by the Solid Waste Division and convening a high-level task force to recommend long term, stable sources of funding for human services.  
The report was prepared by the King County Interdepartmental Human Services Team that has been meeting monthly over the last three years to coordinate implementation of the Framework Policies.  This team includes representatives of DCHS, Public Health, JJOMP, Management and Budget, Transit, Parks, Business Relations and Economic Development and the Council.  The Children and Family Commission has played an oversight role in reviewing the work of this team and has specifically reviewed and recommended approval of this report to the Executive and the Council.  
A panel representing the Children and Family Commission and the Interdepartmental Team is prepared to highlight the key review results and recommendations included in the report.
