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SUBJECT

A motion appointing members to the King County E-911 Strategic Plan Scoping Committee and rescinding Motion 14488 and Motion 14556.

SUMMARY

On February 17, 2016, the County Council’s Committee of the Whole approved a do pass recommendation of proposed Ordinance 2016-0095, which would add the vice chair of the King County Council’s Budget and Fiscal Management Committee and the vice chair of the Law and Justice Committee to the list of persons eligible to represent the County Council on the Leadership Group of the E-911 Strategic Plan Scoping Committee.  As provided for in proposed Ordinance 2016-0095, proposed Motion 2016-0111 would appoint the vice chair of the Law and Justice Committee to the Leadership Group in place of the chair of that committee.  

BACKGROUND 

On October 26, 2015, the County Council approved Ordinance 18139, which sets forth a methodology and committee structure to define the process to develop a King County regional E-911 strategic plan.  Ordinance 18139 creates and directs a Strategic Plan Scoping Committee, comprised of a Leadership Group and a supporting Project Coordination Team, to develop and recommend a Strategic Planning Process Report for transmittal to the Regional Policy Committee, County Council and County Executive by May 31, 2016.  Ordinance 18139 identifies the three King County Councilmembers on the Leadership Group as the Chair of the Council’s Budget and Fiscal Management Committee, the Chair of the Council’s Law, Justice and Emergency Management Committee and the Council Vice Chair of Regional Coordination, or their successors.

Leadership Group.  Ordinance 18139 charges the Leadership Group with finalizing the recommendations to be included in the Strategic Planning Process Report.  The Leadership Group's recommendations are to be made by consensus, to the extent possible, but in the absence of consensus, each member has one vote, as follows:

Project Coordination Team.  Ordinance 18139 also creates and directs a six-member Project Coordination Team, comprised of staff representing Public Safety Answering Points, the King County E-911 Program Office, and the County Council, to support the Leadership Group by developing draft agendas and providing options or recommendations on issues before the Group.[footnoteRef:1] [1:  See Ordinance 18139 for Project Coordination Team membership of and tasks and Motion 14488 for the list of appointees.] 


King County Council Representation. Proposed Ordinance 2016-0095, currently before the Council, would add the vice chair of the Budget and Fiscal Management Committee and the vice chair of the Law and Justice Committee  to the pool of individuals who can be appointed to represent the King County Council on the Leadership Group of the Regional E-911 Strategic Plan Scoping Committee.   The voting structure of the Leadership Group would not change. On February 10, 2016, the Regional Policy Committee unanimously approved a do pass recommendation of this ordinance and on February 17, 2016, the Committee of the Whole also unanimously approved a do pass recommendation. 

ANALYSIS

As noted above, Ordinance 18139 identifies the three King County Councilmembers on the Leadership Group as the Chair of the Council’s Budget and Fiscal Management Committee, the Chair of the Council’s Law, Justice and Emergency Management Committee and the Council Vice Chair of Regional Coordination, or their successors. Motion 14488, adopted on December 14, 2015, appointed members to the Leadership Group and Project Coordination Team, and Motion 14556, adopted on February 1, 2016, appointed specific members of the Seattle City Council to the Leadership Group.


Table 2 below identifies the recommended candidates that would be approved by Motion 2016-0111.  The appintments would be identifical with those made by Motion 14556, with the exception that the King County Council representatives will include the Vice Chair of the Law and Justice Committee instead of the Chair of the Law, Justice and Emergency Management Committee.  The voting structure of the Leadership Group would not change.

Project Coordination Team.  Proposed Motion 2016-0111 would not make any changes to the Project Coordination Team.  The Project Coordination Team will be responsible for the following tasks, in support of the Leadership Group:

1) Transmitting options related to or recommendations for items on the Leadership Group's agendas;
2) Providing recommendations to the King County Executive regarding scopes of work, requests for proposals and selection of consultants to support the E-911 scoping, strategic planning and interim advisory committee processes; and
3) Developing draft agendas, reviewing materials and identifying the resources needed to support Leadership Group deliberations. 

The Project Coordination Team's recommendations are to be made by consensus, to the extent possible.  In the absence of consensus, decisions will be made by majority vote, and the Team is to identify and transmit options to the Leadership Group.  Each member of the Project Coordination Team will have one vote.  The recommended candidates are shown in Table 3 below.
