SUBJECT
Confirmation of the appointment of Iva L. Clark to the King County Board of Ethics.
SUMMARY
Proposed Motion 2016-0222 (Att. 1) would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Iva L. Clark, by letter dated January 22, 2016 (Att. 1-D), to serve on the King County Board of Ethics, in an Executive-nominated position, for the remainder of a three-year term expiring on July 31, 2018.
BACKGROUND
The King County Board of Ethics was created by Ordinance 1321 in 1972 “to insure proper implementation of the code of ethics and to investigate and report on conflicts of interest.” The board consists of five members: two to be appointed by the county executive, two to be appointed by the county executive from a list of nominees submitted by the county council, and a fifth member, who serves as chair and is appointed by the county executive from a list of nominees submitted by the other four members. Each member serves a term of three years. All appointments to the board are subject to confirmation by the Council. KCC 3.04.080.
ANALYSIS
Ms. Clark, who resides in Council District 3,[footnoteRef:1] is a graduate of the Seattle University School of Law. She received a Bachelor of Arts, Society, and Justice degree from the University of Washington.[footnoteRef:2] [1:  The proposed motion indicates that Ms. Clark resides in Council District 5, which is the district in which she works. Amendments 1 and T1 would substitute the correct district number. ]  [2:  The biographical information in this staff report is based on Ms. Clark’s resume (Att. 1-A).]
