SUBJECT:  
AN ORDINANCE that amends King County Code (K.C.C.), Title 4A – Revenue and Financial Regulation – by making corrections and updates to sections regarding county funds in Title 4A.200.  This proposal will amend some sections, recodify two sections, and add new sections.  This proposal was prepared by the Office of Performance, Strategy and Budget (PSB) and Council staff and was reviewed by the Code Reviser.  

BACKGROUND:
[bookmark: _GoBack]In 2011, the committee directed staff to proceed with a review and rewrite of Title 4 and received briefings that highlighted Title 4 work needed on taxes, fees and funds ordinances.  The Clerk of the Council recommended that a series of ordinances be used to rewrite Title 4 to ensure that codification of the full title could occur in measured stages and not overburden the on-going workload of the Clerk's Office and other staff.  (This is the same process that was used to rewrite Title 19A, Land Segregation, and Title 21A, Planning and Zoning.)  This work has been on-going and is planned for completion in 2014.

This proposal will make corrections and updates to work that occurred in 2013 by adding, revising, or recodifying funds listed in K.C.C. 4A.200.  

ANALYSIS:
The county’s revenues and expenditures are accounted for in many funds, each of which receives money from various sources.  Most county funds are restricted, meaning that their revenues are legally earmarked for a specific use under county code, state statute or federal law.  

Ordinance 17527 was adopted by the Council in 2013, which migrated county funds from Title 4 to Title 4A, using a standardized format.  That format is used for the additions contained in this proposal and includes:

Section A. Creates the fund,
Section B. States the type of fund, such as first tier, second tier, or enterprise
Section C. States the fund manager
Section D. Deals with fund receipts
Section E. Designates uses of the fund and any additional fund management details

The funds proposed for addition to those listed in K.C.C 4A.200 have been in use by the county to account for funds, but were not legislatively created in Title 4A when Ordinance 17527 migrated sections the new title.  These funds are ones to which the county makes appropriations.

Changes included in Proposed Ordinance 2014-0049 fall into the following three areas:

1. New – Funds that were not previously included in the migration to Title 4A.  In one case, the fund was created in another area of code.  Some were inadvertently omitted from the migration and others were never officially created in code.
2. Amended – After review, some language is amended to more specifically reflect the use of the funds.  Another change is that some funds have corrected names.
3. Recodified – Two sections of the code are recodified because the name change moves the placement of the listing alphabetically in the code.

By ordinance section, the fund changes in the proposal are shown in the table below:
